It’s only been about six weeks since the move from Bayview to Mill-
wood, but the new store feels like it’s been there for much longer. It 
looks good, it works well. The free parking at the door is a real bonus, 
as everyone who has visited has mentioned.  So, you gotta come and 
check out the new digs. Remember the new address (907 Millwood 
Rd., on the southeast corner of Millwood and Sutherland), the new 
hours of business (closed Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday; open Thurs-
day, Friday, Saturday 10 to 6 and open Sunday noon to 4pm), and the 
new bus routes (88 or 88A from the St. Clair subway station).

We had a sale and got rid of some books that way, do-
nated thousands of books to anyone and everyone who wanted them, 
sold off some of the bookcases, donated others…and we’re just about 
done. A skip full of junk and that should make the Bayview location 
ready for its next occupants. We’ll let you know who ends up there. 
With all that the move entailed, my reading has been curtailed a little. 
But, I did get through a number of books that I quite enjoyed and  I’ll 
tell you about them a little later on…. 
 
ECW Press would like to introduce you to a number of their writers. 
So they’ve arranged with five of them to come to Sleuth and tell you 
all about themselves and their creations. Please come and meet them.

some refreshments, and, of course, if you can’t make it but would 
liked signed copies, just call and we’ll get that done. 
 

 
 
Well, it’s been one heck of a few weeks. With the help of some very 
wonderful customers and friends we moved the store from its Bay-
view location over to Millwood. The unfortunate part is we only got 
the main floor moved. The basement books and all the “stuff” that has 
been accumulating over the last umpteen years is still in the process 
of being disposed of or moved over. I can’t remember the previous 
moves being so stressful but maybe they were and I’ve just forgotten. 
(Marian, we were sixteen years younger!) However to add to the ma-
jor stress, Percy went missing for eight days over the time of the 
move. I was up at the cottage with him and during one of our long 
walks he saw some deer and off he went. It’s not the first time he has 
done that—it will certainly be his last—but, I wasn’t too worried, 
he’s always returned in a few minutes. But not this time. As the min-
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utes turned into hours, and then days, I was just wretched. During that  
eight day period, I came back to Toronto to help with the actual move 
on March 20th, but for the most part I spent six days in the bush look-
ing for Percy, leaving poor J.D. to deal with the rest all by himself. 
By a stroke of luck, Cottage Lady and her husband were also up at 
their cottage (their cottage is not winterized so they rarely come up 
during the winter months) and they spent countless hours searching 
for him as well. In fact, it seemed like the entire village was out look-
ing for him, including the good folks from Pendragon poodles 
(Percy’s breeder) who brought some of their dogs up for moral sup-
port. I had put posters in every public place I could think of and eight 
days after he went missing he was sighted on an island in the river 
north of my cottage by some young fellows who were out on a wil-
derness hike. Now Percy dislikes water with a passion, he’ll even 
walk around rain puddles, so how he got to the island is a mystery. 
Refusing to come to the hikers when they called to him, they walked 
out of the bush and just happened to come across the postmistress for 
our neighbourhood who happened to know that Percy was missing. 
The fellows got in touch with me, I hiked out to the island and carried 
Percy back to the mainland and everything is now back to normal. 
Sort of. But it is a miracle. At night I heard the coyotes and during the 
day I saw the wolf tracks so I was feeling pretty miserable not know-
ing what had happened to my Percy. I am so lucky I have him back 
and he is never, ever going off leash again. 
 
The Rose Garden ($19.95) by SUSANNA KEARSLEY is terrific. It 
is classic Kearsley. The combination of a current-day story, inter-
twined with an historical story, this time going back to Cornwall of 
1715, throw in a mystery and a bit of romance and you have the mak-
ings of a good Saturday afternoon read. There is warmth and also 
sadness to this story and I felt it as soon as I read the author’s dedica-
tion: “For my sister, who, as always, has gone on a step ahead, and 
still dances in my memory and my heart.” I cried when I read that 
because I lost my sister last fall and I know the pain and anguish that 
causes. I read the book in one sitting wishing I could visit Trelowarth, 
to walk the gardens, smell the roses and travel back to the time of 
smugglers and swashbuckling men. Eva Ward returns to the home in 
Cornwall where she and her sister, Katrina, spent their summer holi-
days. She has returned to scatter the ashes of Katrina in the place she 
loved best. While there, Eva discovers that she can slip between cen-
turies and finds herself falling in love with Daniel Butler, a man who 
lived three hundred years ago. Yes, it’s a wonderful feel good read 
but with that touch of sadness. 
 
I love spy novels, always have, don’t know why. Operating in a dan-
gerous, secret world, with the fate of mankind in your hands, who 
wouldn’t want to be a spy? Or maybe, I always saw myself as that 
invincible Modesty Blaise. Whatever the reason, I read a lot of them 
and the latest one being,  Once A Spy ($8.99) by KEITH THOM-
SON. What a hoot! Not your traditional spy novel as one quote from 
Christopher Reich indicates: “Utterly original, it is an adrenaline-
fuelled concoction of sidesplitting humor and genuine sus-
pense...Think Carl Hiaasen taking on John Le Carre.” Charlie 
Clark never knew that his father was a spy, so he doesn’t understand 
why they are being shot at and their house blown up. But retired CIA 
operative Drummond Clark has Alzheimers and that’s dangerous for  
the powers-that-be as they never know when Drummond might reveal 
a classified piece of information. Drummond is lucid and brilliant one 
minute and totally clueless the next. All his son knows is that they 
have to keep moving and hopes his dad can figure things out before 
he has a relapse. It’s a spy story with a difference. Lots of killing, full 
of action, it is a very fast and entertaining read. 
 
A chocolate recipe or trivia about chocolate at the beginning of each 

chapter was enough to entice me to pick up Sweet Revenge ($8.50) 
by ANDREA PENROSE. I much prefer salty treats to sweet ones,  
but after reading Sweet Revenge I went out and bought four Cadburys 
Easter Cream Eggs. I had given up sweets, sugar and chocolate, for 
Lent (notice that I did not give up potato chips!) so I felt I needed 
chocolate. Besides, they were on sale for 25 cents each!!  Set in Eng-
land in 1813, Lady Arianna Hadley goes undercover as a French chef 
trying to discover who killed her father. When the Prince Regent gets 
ill after eating one of her chocolate concoctions, the Earl of Saybrook, 
Alessandro De Quincy, an expert in chocolate, is called in to investi-
gate. Edible chocolate was new to England in the early 1800s so it 
was quite something to get some, and not too many people knew how 
to prepare it correctly. The author explains that Sulpice Debauve 
opened up a chocolate shop in Paris in 1800 and by 1804 had sixty 
such shops throughout France, and the chocolatier Debauve and Gal-
lais Chocolates still exists today. An enjoyable “cosy” with tidbits of 
history and an interesting duo of detectives. 
 

 
 
A New Yorker, born and bred, EDWARD CONLON  graduated from 
Harvard in the late 80s and joined the NYPD. After joining the force, 
Conlon started to write a column for The New Yorker, called Cop’s 
Diary. This column lead to a huge publishing deal for his first book, 
Blue Blood ($21), which was all about being a cop in New York. As 
you can guess, a novel was percolating in that brain of his, and, lo and 
behold, Red on Red ($30) was released a few weeks ago. 
 
This is a terrific novel of two middle-aged police officers, Nick 
Meehan, and his new partner, Esposito. Nick, the more introspective, 
thoughtful one of the pair is reaching that point of his career where 
he’s  burnt out, and he’s even thinking that life just might not be 
worth the trouble. He and his wife are drifting apart, mostly because 
they have been unable to have children, his father’s health is deterio-
rating, the crime rate in NY is not letting up, and, worst of all, he’s 
being pressured by Internal Affairs to spy on his partner who’s under 
investigation. So, while we trail behind on their day to day investiga-
tions—a young Mexican immigrant is found dead, an apparent sui-
cide,  gangland slayings by drug cartels, a serial rapist on the loose—
the real pleasure of the read is the getting to know the two partners. 
As it’s a lengthy novel, there is lots of room for the author to tell you 
about their work and off-work relationships,  their families, their co-
workers...The pace of the novel is slow and introspective. The writing 
is excellent. There were spots where I had to work hard to figure out 
exactly  the author’s meaning,  or where he was going, but that could 
just have been me and my small intellect. I will certainly be keeping 
my eyes open for the next one. 
 
From the author of the much acclaimed Old City Hall ($10.99), 
ROBERT ROTENBERG, comes the second Detective Ari Greene 
novel, The Guilty Plea ($29.99 hardcover, $19.99 trade paperback.)  I 
say Det. Greene, but there is a large cast of characters important to 
the story and many of them are back in the second novel, lawyers 
Nancy Parrish and Ted DiPaulo, Crown Jennifer Raglan, Officer 
Daniel Kennicott and others that you’ll likely not remember from the 
first one.  Set in Toronto, these are legal thrillers as much as  police 
procedurals; both the police investigation and the courtroom action 
are central to the story. In this novel, the son of a well known Toronto 
family, in the fresh fruit business, is murdered and the principal sus-
pect is the wife. The two are going through an acrimonious  divorce 
and the fight is over their four-year-old son. She’s quickly arrested, 
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and the legal machinery starts to grind. Get caught up in those meshes 
and you’re not likely to escape unscathed.  Besides all the interesting 
behind-the-scenes look at the legal jungle, what makes this novel so 
much fun is that it’s set in Toronto. It’s neat following the characters 
around the city, and reading about our city. Torontonians will not fail 
to spot the poetic license that the author takes with Toronto geogra-
phy, but what the heck, it’s fiction after all. Although, having the 
Leafs win the Stanley Cup—as if that’s ever going to happen in our 
lifetimes!—is pure fantasy and there  seems to be a subway stop at 
Bayview and Eglinton, another fantasy. The inside look at the work-
ings of the legal system—something the author knows well—is infor-
mative and interesting, and a lot sobering. Whether you spend the rest 
of your life in jail, is, of course,  mostly dependant on the facts of the 
case, but it would appear that the courtroom procedures and posturing 
seem all too important to the outcome as well. And that those deci-
sions are made by humans,  some more competent that others, some 
more easily manipulated than others, and your life hangs in the bal-
ance. But, let’s leave that worrisome topic for another day, for today 
just read and enjoy The Guilty Plea. 
 
THOMAS PERRY ’s third Butcher’s Boy novel, The Informant 
($31.95), sequel to The Butcher’s Boy ($17) and Sleeping Dogs 
($10.99) has just been released. As big a fan as I am of this American 
writer, this one just seems plain out uninspired.  Publishers’ Weekly 
and Kirkus disagree with me, and  gave it starred reviews, so feel free 
to assume that I know not of what I speak, and grab a copy and de-
vour it. And then tell me how wrong I am. The body count is certainly 
impressive, and the action is non-stop. Perry is a consummate story-
teller and he’s written any number of great reads, so, perhaps, let the 
release of this third Butcher’s Boy novel be the excuse you need to 
introduce yourself to our hit man and/or the author and start with The 
Butcher’s Boy. Everyone, myself included, knows that one to be terri-
fic. (I liked it too! Marian). 
 
An American writer that I have much admired is DANIEL 
WOODRELL . Over the years he has written a number of novels, and 
three of them,  the three that feature Det. Rene Shade, have now been 
gathered in one binding and released under the title, The Bayou Tril-
ogy ($18.50.) Under the Bright Lights, Muscle for the Wing, and The 
Ones You Do are the three titles and I would urge to have a look.  
Like James Lee Burke’s New Orleans series featuring Dave Ro-
bicheau, these, too, are set way down in Louisiana, along the banks of 
the Mississippi River. Burke may get all the accolades, but that does-
n’t mean Woodrell is a slouch. This “backcountry Shakespeare”—
Los Angeles Times, wields a pretty mean pen and it’s a real shame 
that so few seem to know of him. I’d encourage you to read him and 
change that. 
 
P J TRACY’s Shoot to Thrill, the fifth in the Monkeewrench gang 
story is now in paperback. The earlier books in the series are Mon-
keewrench ($9.99), Live Bait ($8.99), Dead Run ($9.99) and Snow 
Blind ($10.99). This is a terrific series, set in the fascinating and scary 
plugged-in world of Facebook and the internet. Shoot was quite the 
eye-opener. Are you really aware of how much of your personal in-
formation is readily available online?  Just recently there was a flurry 
of articles about  how much data can be embedded in the pictures that 
you take with your GPS-enabled cell phones. Data that can be used to 
identify you and your whereabouts! All of which information can 
then be forwarded for the rest of the world to have access to? Read it 
and be scared.  
 
And, then, a couple of reviews from Elizabeth: 
 
In MADELYN ALT ’s Home for a Spell (#7) ($31) Maggie O’Neill 

is still living with boyfriend Marcus Quinn due to the broken ankle 
that limits her mobility. When she finds out that her best friend may 
be leaving she decides to rent a new apartment. She goes to sign the 
lease only to find the landlord dead in the pool. This is the latest in 
the Bewitching Mystery series and I still love the characters created 
by Alt ; they remind me of friends and neighbours. Stony Mills is an 
enchanting little town and I can’t wait for the next book to come out. 
 
In M C BEATON ’s Death of a Chimney Sweep  ($27.99) Hamish 
Macbeth is called out to the small town of Drim when one of the 
house wives finds blood dripping out of her freshly cleaned chimney. 
Her husband’s body is pulled out of the chimney and the initial suspi-
cion falls on the chimney sweep, till he, too, is found murdered out on 
the moors. Hamish must then solve the double murder while avoiding 
his troublesome new assistant who was sent to spy on him. M.C. 
Beaton has created another lovely tale of the Scottish highlands. It is 
like a snap shot of the culture, the people and the scenery all at the 
same time. 
 

 
 
Short Update - Despite the cold wet weather, we are looking forward 
to another wonderful summer at the lake.  This week we got off to a 
rocky start with a huge wind storm leaving us without hydro for four 
days.  I got tired of ‘camping’ after day one – candles and outdoor 
cooking lose their romance and zest when forced upon you.  How-
ever, the May flowers are in bloom, the early tulips and daffodils are 
in full swing and Cottage Husband and Sons will soon be launching 
the outboard for the opening of pickerel season (I don’t quite under-
stand the ritual).  As for Marian and me, we’ll be launching our own 
summer pastime.  This season, we are toying with the possibility of a 
tour of rum cocktails – stay tune for the results!. 
 
Prepare yourself for Darkside ($17) by BELINDA BAUER , a very 
dark tale.  There is no let up to this powerful, absorbing and thought-
provoking story.  I took two sittings to read it, as I just couldn’t han-
dle the intensity all at once.  The setting is the same little Exmoor 
village as in Blacklands ($16), Bauer’s first work and winner of the 
CWA (UK crime writers) Gold Dagger Award.  It begins with the 
murder of the elderly Margaret Priddy who had been paralysed three 
years earlier in a horse riding accident.  The local young constable, 
Jonas Holly, calls in DCI Marvel and his crime squad to investigate.  
Marvel is unpleasant and arrogant, all made more ‘interesting’ by his 
like for drink.  He pushes Holly to the sidelines, viewing the young-
ster as a dull country bumpkin - a hindrance to the investigation.  
Matters intensify when Holly discovers a second body that appears to 
be connected with the first murder and just when you think the tale is 
sufficiently edgy, there are additional murders at the village nursing 
home even more vicious than the first two.  The entire village is in 
shock and even the self-important Marvel becomes overwhelmed by 
the horror of the killings.  It’s clear that someone is trying to elimi-
nate all the vulnerable and dependent members of the little village.  
Tensions and intrigue grow within the community, as family mem-
bers of the victims become prime suspects.  Then Bauer cranks it up 
another notch with frequent clashes between Holly and Marvel - 
Holly is always on the outside looking in while Marvel resorts to 
more alcohol.  To add more stress, Holly’s wife, Lucy, suffering from 
advanced MS, seems to become a prime target.  Quite simply, be pre-
pared to be emotionally exhausted but totally captivated!  You will be 
guessing right to the very end. 
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In contrast to Bauer’s tale, if you are looking for a one sitting read, 
go for The Other Rembrandt ($17.95) by ALEX CONNOR , an art 
history mystery.  It is filled with action and shock but told through a 
story that flows ever so smoothly.  The victims, all from the art world, 
are murdered in quite sadistic ways (so much so that I just skimmed 
some of the more graphic descriptions).  The plot centres around let-
ters written by an ex-lover, Geertje Dircx, of the famous Dutch mas-
ter, Rembrandt.  Apparently, these letters reveal some long hidden 
secret about the artist that, once exposed, will wreak havoc in the 
international art world.  Marshall Zeigler, the son of one of the bru-
tally murdered gallery owners, has been sent the letters.  We follow 
his investigations as he tries to find out who killed his father, prevent 
his ex-wife from being the killer’s next victim and finally what to do 
about the letters that have the potential to turn the art world on its 
head.  What kept my attention is that Connor is such a skilled story-
teller - she does a superb job of keeping the plot dashing along while 
providing lots of interesting information about the art world past and 
present (she is a Fellow of the Royal Society of Arts).  The Other 
Rembrandt is a non-stop page-turner. (A terrific read. Marian). 
 

 

ALBERT, SUSAN W china   MOURNING GLORIA (#19) large 
print   ($32.99) (Berkley) While Pecan Springs bustles back to life in 
the warmth of spring, one woman's life is tragically brought to an 
end. China Bayles happens upon a burning house trailer and hears a 
woman screaming for help. The evidence leaves no doubt that it's 
arson homicide. Jessica Nelson, an intern-reporter at the local paper, 
is assigned to cover the story. But she's gotten herself too deeply in-
volved. When Jessica disappears, China is determined to find her, 
before she becomes headlines herself. 
ALLEN, GLEN SCOTT   SHADOW WAR   ($29.99) (St. Martin’s) 
Colonial historian Benjamin Wainwright is summoned to a secretive 
think tank in western Massachusetts by an old school friend who re-
searches war-game theory. Upon his arrival, Wainwright discovers 
that his friend is dead and suspected of having leaked information. 
When the security analyst hired to investigate the case is targeted for 
assassination, Benjamin wonders: Was his friend’s death an accident 
or murder? A series of codes, forged documents and secret family 
histories all point to the existence of a centuries-old conspiracy. Ben-
jamin teams up with a beautiful Russian cultural attaché named Nata-
lya Orlova, whose own family has a dark history with the KGB, to 
unravel the truth. The two set off on a dangerous mission that 
stretches from Washington, DC, to the French Riviera, to deep within 
the Siberian wilderness.  
ARTHURSON, WAYNE   FALL FROM GRACE   ($29.99) Leo 
Desroches doesn’t look like a native, but his mother was Cree, and he 
understands the problems of indigenous Canadians of the First Na-
tions. Which is probably why the Edmonton newspaper he writes for 
decides he should be their Aboriginal Issues reporter. But he has his 
own issues to deal with: his compulsive gambling that he couldn’t 
stop even after it cost him his wife and children; his alcoholism; the 
risk-taking that threatens to derail him every time he starts to get his 
life back together. When he’s assigned to cover the murder of a 
young native prostitute, it’s just one more story, until the cop in 
charge lets him view the corpse, something the Edmonton police 
never do. When Leo writes his article, it starts a chain of events that 
leads him to discover a much, much bigger story, one that could bring 
down the entire police department, if it doesn’t get him killed. 
ATHERTON, NANCY   AUNT DIMITY AND THE FAMILY 
TREE (#16)   ($31) (Viking) Lori Shepherd returns from Down Un-

der to her normal life in the village of Finch. But Lori's normal 
quickly becomes anything but as her debonair father-in-law has 
moved to town and is renovating Fairworth House, a grand estate 
nearby. But once things get truly peculiar at Fairworth, moving furni-
ture, strange sounds, and mysterious visitors, Lori calls on Aunt Dim-
ity for her otherworldly guidance and uncovers the shadowy past be-
neath the estate's magnificent surface.  
BALDACCI, DAVID secret se   SIXTH MAN (#5)   ($29.99) Edgar 
Roy, an alleged serial killer held in a secure, fortress-like Federal 
Supermax facility, is awaiting trial. He faces almost certain convic-
tion. Sean King and Michelle Maxwell are called in by Roy's attor-
ney, Sean's old friend and mentor Ted Bergin, to help work the case. 
But their investigation is derailed before it begins, en route to their 
first meeting with Bergin, Sean and Michelle find him murdered. It is 
now up to them to ask the questions no one seems to want answered: 
Is Roy a killer? Who murdered Bergin? With help from some surpris-
ing allies, they continue to pursue the case. But the more they dig into 
Roy's past, the more they encounter obstacles, half-truths, dead-ends, 
false friends, and escalating threats from every direction.  
BARNARD, ROBERT   MANSION AND IT’S MURDER   
($34.99) Sarah Jane Fearing, the sole offspring of a father who des-
perately wants a male heir, has grown up in the imposing rural man-
sion of one of England's most influential banking families. At the 
centre of Sarah's world stands her charming, generous uncle Frank, 
the only relative who seems to have escaped the straitjacket of pon-
derous respectability that so effectively stifles the Fearing family. 
Frank's rebellions afford Sarah delight and hope, until his extravagant 
lifestyle leads him deeper into debt and maneuvers him into a disas-
trous marriage. Frank's wedding to a coldly ambitious woman pro-
duces the family's longed-for male scion, but the parents fall to quar-
rels, and then to murder. And Sarah is drawn inexorably into a morass 
that threatens the survival of the entire family. 
BEAUFORT, SIMON   BLOOD STAINED THRONE (#7)   
($37.50) When the former crusader knight Geoffrey Mappestone and 
his friend Roger of Durham try to slip out of England to the Holy 
Land, a ferocious storm destroys the ship they are on and casts them 
ashore. The two knights are unwillingly thrust into the company of 
other shipwrecked passengers, and while attempting to evade the un-
welcome attention of the more dangerous members of the group, they 
become unwillingly drawn into a plot to overthrow the king and re-
turn England to Saxon rule . . .  
BEAUFORT, SIMON   DEAD MANS SECRET (#8)   ($37.50) 
Geoffrey Mappestone is ordered by King Henry to deliver a series of 
mysterious letters to the restless western reaches of Wales, he agrees 
only reluctantly. His conviction that the simple mission hides some-
thing more sinister is strengthened when the letters' scribe is mur-
dered before the journey begins. Then one of Geoffrey's travelling 
companions is killed, and he knows he must uncover the secret be-
hind the letters before more victims are claimed . .   
BLAKE, DANIEL   THOU SHALT KILL   ($28.99 hardcover, 
$19.99 trade paperback) Hardened Pittsburgh homicide detective, 
Franco Patrese, is a man who has lost his belief in humanity, and the 
latest serial killer stalking his town on a mission to kill according to 
the ten commandments  isn’t quite restoring his faith. Patrese knows 
that this kind of vigilante justice is the most dangerous kind, and he's 
prepared to go into some dark places mentally and physically to catch 
his killer.  Partnered with old timer but experienced detective Mark 
Beradino, they discover the charred body of the first victim, Michael 
Redwine, a renowned brain surgeon, found in one of the city's most 
luxurious apartment blocks. Then Father Kohler, a Catholic bishop, is 
set alight in the confessional at his Cathedral. But they soon discover 
that these murders are just the first in a series of increasingly shock-
ing and seemingly unconnected murders.

BLOCK, LAWRENCE scudder   DROP OF THE HARD STUFF 
(#17)   ($28.99) Going back to the early days of Matt’s sobriety. A 
childhood friend of Matt’s is murdered, and Scudder, forced out of 
the NYPD, reluctantly begins his own investigation.   
BOX, C J pickett   COLD WIND (#11)   ($32.50) When Earl Alden 
is found dead, dangling from a wind turbine, it's his wife, Missy, who 
is arrested. Unfortunately for Joe Pickett, Missy is his mother-in- law, 
a woman he dislikes heartily, and now he doesn't know what to do, 
especially when the early signs point to her being guilty. But then 
things happen to make Joe wonder: Is Earl's death what it appears to 
be? Is Missy being set up? He has the county DA and sheriff on one 
side, his wife on the other, his estranged friend Nate on a lethal mis-
sion of his own, and some powerful interests breathing down his 
neck. Whichever way this goes it's not going to be good. 
BROWN, RITA MAE sneakypie   HISS OF DEATH (#19)   ($30)

this journey will be tough, but Mrs. Murphy, Pewter, and Tucker will 
do their best to steer Harry in the right direction, as will her ever-
helpful husband, Fair. Others will have worse luck: An especially 
promising nurse’s lifeless body is discovered without a mark on her. 
Then another hospital employee, who had seemed in perfect health, is 
also found dead. It’s clear there’s a mystery afoot and that’s one thing 
Harry and her menagerie can’t keep their noses out of. 
CAIN, TOM sam carver   ASSASSIN (#3)   ($32)When a people-
trafficker dies a violent death in Dubai, and a gangland money-
launderer has a fatal car accident in San Francisco, both bear the hall-
marks of a Sam Carver 'accident'. The only problem is Sam Carver no 
longer plays that game. He made a promise. He’s being set up. From 
the author of Accident Man (#1) ($11.99) and No Survivors (#2) 
($13.50). We did have a few copies of the UK edition, in both hard-
cover and paperback, so check. 
CLARK, CASSANDRA hildegard   LAW OF ANGELS (#3)   
($29.99) York, 1385. Just as the Mystery Plays are about to unfold, a 
young woman witnesses a terrible crime and turns to Abbess Hilde-
gard for protection.  
CLARK, MARCIA   GUILT BY ASSOCIATION   ($28.99) Los 
Angeles D.A. Rachel Knight is a tenacious, wise-cracking, and 
fiercely intelligent prosecutor in the city's most elite division. When 
her colleague, Jake, is found dead at a grisly crime scene, Rachel is 
shaken to the core. She must take over his toughest case: the assault 
of a young woman from a prominent family. But she can't stop herself 
from digging deeper into Jake's death, a decision that exposes a world 
of power and violence and will have her risking her reputation--and 
her life--to find the truth. 
CLELAND, JANE K josie   DEADLY THREADS (#6)   ($28.99) 
Josie Prescott has begun hosting classes at her antiques and appraisals 
shop, nestled in the cozy little coastal town of Rocky Point, New 
Hampshire. The next class is on building a great vintage clothing col-
lection. But when guest lecturer Riley Jordan is late, Josie begins 
class by reaching under a display table for a dazzling pair of Chanel 
heels. But instead of the heels, she finds Riley, dead. When it seems 
as if one of Josie’s employees may be involved in the murder, she 
teams up with the local police chief to investigate. 
CONLON, EDWARD   RED ON RED (#1)   ($30) A terrific read.

CONNELLY, MICHAEL haller   FIFTH WITNESS (#4)   ($29.99)
Mickey Haller has fallen on tough times. He expands his business 
into foreclosure defense, only to see one of his clients accused of kill-
ing the banker she blames for trying to take away her home. Mickey 
puts his team into high gear to exonerate Lisa Trammel, even though 
the evidence and his own suspicions tell him his client is guilty. Soon 
after he learns that the victim had black market dealings of his own, 
Haller is assaulted, too--and he's certain he's on the right trail.   

CUMMING, CHARLES   TRINITY SIX   ($28.99) The most 
closely-guarded secret of the Cold War is about to be exposed: the 
identity of a SIXTH member of the infamous Cambridge spy ring. 
And people are killing for it. London, 1992. Late one night, Edward 
Crane, 76, is declared dead at a London hospital. An obituary de-
scribes him only as a ‘resourceful career diplomat’. But Crane was 
much more than that and the circumstances surrounding his death are 
far from what they seem. Fifteen years later, academic Sam Gaddis 
needs money. When a journalist friend asks for his help researching a 
possible sixth member of the notorious Trinity spy ring, Gaddis 
knows that she’s onto a story that could turn his fortunes around.

($29.95) Emma Lord, editor and publisher of The Alpine Advo-
cate, feels her spirits sink as there will be no family and no friends, 
not even Sheriff Milo Dodge, to share Thanksgiving with. But on the 
Monday after the holiday, a call from Sheriff Dodge concerning a trio 
of alarming unsigned letters he has received leaves Emma no time to 
wallow. The writer asserts the wrongful murder conviction ten years 
ago of Larry Petersen, a onetime Alpine resident who has recently 
died in prison. The real culprit, the letters declare, has made a 
deathbed confession of the crime. Neither Emma nor Milo recognizes 
the repentant killer’s name. Even Emma’s stalwart House & Home 
editor, Vida Runkel, from whom no Alpine secrets are hid, is baffled. 
They decide that the whole thing must be a twisted prank. Then a 
fourth letter arrives, threatening that if swift action isn’t taken to right 
this alleged perversion of justice there will be another death. 
DAVIDSON, DIANE M   CRUNCH TIME (#16)   ($29.99) Colo-
rado caterer Goldy Schulz cooks up big trouble as she tries to help her 
longtime friend and fellow chef Yolanda Garcia. When the rental 
house shared by Yolanda and her irrepressible aunt Ferdinanda is 
destroyed by arson, the pair moves in with cop-turned-PI Ernest 
McLeod. But then Ernest is shot dead and his house is set on fire, 
nearly killing Goldy,Yolanda, Ferdinanda, and nine beagle puppies 
that Ernest had recently rescued from a puppy mill. Concerned for her 
friends, Goldy invites them to stay with her while the sheriff’s depart-
ment investigates. Yet even Goldy’s house isn’t safe and after a failed 
break-in by an unknown intruder a cop is sent to keep an eye on 
things. Then a second body is found. 
DEAN, ANNA   GENTLEMAN OF FORTUNE (#2)   ($28.99) The 
sequel to Bellfield Hall ($15.99) finds Miss Dido Kent vacationing at 
the home of her cousin. When a neighbor passes away quite suddenly, 
Dido feels she is ideally placed to observe the reaction of the commu-
nity, but her suitor, Mr. William Lomax, feels otherwise. As Dido 
presses on, she learns more about the dirty dealings among the upper 
classes of Surrey than even she could have imagined.  
DETECTION CLUB   FLOATING ADMIRAL    ($24.99) A reissue. 
In 1931, Agatha Christie, Dorothy L. Sayers and ten other crime writ-
ers from the newly-formed �Detection Club� collaborated in publish-
ing a unique crime novel. In a literary game of consequences, each 
author would write one chapter, leaving G.K. Chesterton to write a 
typically paradoxical prologue and Anthony Berkeley to tie up all the 
loose ends. In addition, each of the authors provided their own solu-
tion in a sealed envelope, all of which appeared at the end of the 
book, with Agatha Christie�s ingenious conclusion acknowledged at 
the time to be �enough to make the book worth buying on its own�. 
DEUTERMANN, P T   PACIFIC GLORY   ($29.99) Marsh, Mick, 
and Tommy were inseparable friends during their naval academy 
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years, each man desperately in love with the beautiful, unattainable 
Glory Hawthorne. Graduation set them on separate paths into the 
military, but they were all forever changed during the attack on Pearl 
Harbor on December 7, 1941. Glory, now Tommy’s widow, is a 
tough Navy nurse still grieving her loss while trying to save lives. 
Marsh, a surface ship officer, finds himself in the thick of terrifying 
sea combat from Guadalcanal through Midway to a climactic show-
down at Leyte Gulf. And Mick, a hotshot fighter pilot with a drinking 
problem and a chip on his shoulder, seeks redemption after a series of 
failures leaves him grounded. 
DICKINSON, DAVID powersco   DEATH IN A SCARLET COAT 
(#10)   ($28.95) Instead of leading his riders to the hunt, the fifteenth 
Earl of Candlesby is found dead, his body wrapped in blankets atop 
his horse, a corner of his scarlet coat visible in the morning mist. 
Three people see the body. One dies. Another vanishes. Now only 
one man knows how he was killed. Lord Powerscourt is summoned to 
investigate the murder. Powerscourt uncovers a tangled web of jeal-
ousy, revenge, and hatred on a rundown estate where the father and 
his sons are equally dangerous. The fifteenth Earl has left a trail of 
dueling, theft, and adultery across the flatlands of Lincolnshire. It will 
take another murder and a perilous chase beneath the crumbling estate 
before Powerscourt unlocks the mystery. 
DONACHIE, DAVID pearce   BLOWN OFF COURSE (#7)   
($34.99) John Pearce is in London, and about to embark on another 
high seas adventure! 
DOWNING, DAVID  POTSDAM STATION (#4)   ($28.95) In 
April 1945, Hitler’s Reich is on the verge of extinction, and assaulted 
by Allied bombs and Soviet shells, Berlin has become the most dan-
gerous place on earth. John Russell’s son, Paul, is stationed on the 
Eastern Front with the German Army, and his girlfriend Effi is living 
in disguise, helping fugitives escape from Germany. With a Jewish 
orphan to care for, she’s trying to outlast the Nazis. Russell hasn’t 
heard from either of them since fleeing Germany in 1941. He is des-
perate to find out if they’re alive and needs to somehow get back ther 
to look for them.  
[DOYLE]ROBERTSON, MICHAEL   BROTHERS OF BAKER 
STREET (#2)   ($28.99) When brothers Reggie and Nigel Heath 
choose 221B Baker Street as the location for their law office, they 
don’t expect that their new office space would come with one huge 
stipulation, answering the letters sent to Sherlock Holmes, the most 
famous resident of that address. Reggie is distressed because the love 
of his life, actress Laura Rankin (whom Nigel also adores), is galli-
vanting around with media mogul Lord Buxton. And while Reggie is 
working on a new case involving one of London’s Black Cab drivers 
who is accused of murdering two American tourists, the letters to 
Sherlock Holmes are piling up. There is even one from someone who 
claims to be the descendent of Professor James Moriarty. 
DUNN, CAROLA  ANTHEM FOR DOOMED YOUTH (#19)   
($28.99) In the Spring of 1926, the corpses of three men are found in 
shallow graves off the beaten path in Epping Forest outside of Lon-
don. Each was shot through the heart and bore no identification. DCI 
Alec Fletcher of Scotland Yard, the lead detective, is immediately 
given two urgent orders by his supervisor at the Yard: solve the mur-
ders quickly and keep his wife, the Honourable Daisy Dalrymple 
Fletcher, away from the case! Thankfully, Daisy’s off visiting their 
daughter at school. But when a teacher is found dead, Daisy is once 
again in the thick of it. As Daisy tries to solve one murder, Alec dis-
covers that the three victims in his case were in the same Army Com-
pany during World War I, that their murders are likely related to spe-
cific events that unfolded during that tragic conflict, and that, unless 
the killer is stopped, those three might only be the beginning. 
ELKINS, AARON   WORST THING   ($30) From the author of the 
Gideon Oliver novels, a stand-alone. Bryan Bennett, kidnapped and 

held captive for two months as a child, has learned to live with that 
brutal episode of his live. Until now... 
EPHRON, HALLIE   COME AND FIND ME   ($26.99) Computer 
security expert and reformed hacker Diana Highsmith has not ven-
tured beyond her home for more than a year, not since that fateful 
climbing vacation in Switzerland took Daniel's life. From her home, 
in her pajamas, Diana assesses security breaches, both potential and 
real, and offers clients a way to protect themselves from hacker. She 
knows she'll have to rejoin the "real world" eventually, but right now 
a few steps from her door each morning is all she can handle. When 
Diana's sister goes missing, however, all that changes. 
FLETCHER & BAIN   MURDER SHE WROTE SKATING ON 
THIN ICE   ($28.50) Christine Allen's dream of competing in pairs 
figure skating becomes a nightmare when a series of "accidents" ruins 
her practices with her partner and coach. And after one of the trio is 
found dead, Jessica Fletcher is determined to uncover the motives 
behind the murder. 
GODDARD, ROBERT   BLOOD COUNT   ($35.95 hardcover, 
$24.95 trade paperback) Thirteen years ago, Surgeon Edward 
Hammond  performed a life saving operation on a Serbian gangster, 
Dragan Gazi. Gazi is now standing trial for war crimes in the interna-
tional court in The Hague. After his life was saved, his men went on 
to slaughter thousands in the Balkan civil wars. Now Gazi's family, in 
exchange for keeping Hammond's dirty little secret, want him to find 
for them the man who holds the key to all the money Gazi squirreled 
away before he was locked up.   
GOODWIN, JASON yashim   EVIL EYE (#4)   ($29.95) When the 
admiral of the Ottoman fleet defects to the Egyptians, Investigator 
Yashim attempts to uncover the man's motives. But Fevzi Pasha is no 
stranger to Yashim: it was Pasha, in fact, who taught the investigator 
his craft years ago. He is the only man whom Yashim has ever truly 
feared: ruthless, cruel, and unswervingly loyal to the sultan. What 
dark secret has led his former mentor to betray the Ottoman Empire? 
GRAVES, SARAH   KNOCKDOWN (#14)   ($28.95) Jake Tiptree 
is deep in her latest home improvement project, repainting a porch, 
when she notices the man repeatedly biking past her house. His face 
is unsettlingly familiar, but his chilling message seems inexplica-
ble: Blood shows up again. Murder will out. If it’s a prank, it’s an 
ugly one, and so is the anonymous email warning her to beware the 
Fourth of July, just two days away. Back in her days as a hotshot fi-
nancial manager she did business with plenty of shady characters, but 
she’s still baffled as to the identity of her nemesis, until she receives a 
photo of a murdered man. Now Jake knows what she’s up against. 
GREENWOOD, KERRY   DEATH BY WATER   ($29.95 hard-
cover, $20.00 trade paperback) The nice men at P&O are worried. A 
succession of jewellery thefts from the first class passengers is hardly 
the best advertisement for their cruises. Especially when it is likely 
that a passenger is the thief. Phryne Fisher  is just the person to min-
gle seamlessly with the upper classes and take on a case of theft on 
the high seas - or at least on the S.S. Hinemoa, on a luxury cruise to 
New Zealand. She is carrying the Great Queen of Sapphires, the Ma-
harani, as bait. There are shipboard romances, champagne cocktails, 
erotic photographers, jealous swains, blackmail and attempted mur-
der, all before the thieves find out, that where the glamorous and in-
telligent Phryne is concerned, resistance is futile. 
GRIFFITHS, ELLY galloway   HOUSE AT SEA’S END (#3)   
($29.99) In the third novel in the Ruth Galloway series, shoreline 
erosion at the village of Broughton Sea's End has revealed the skele-
tons of six men, their arms bound. From the mineral content of their 
bones, forensic archaeologist Ruth Galloway can tell that they were 
all Germans. Most likely, DCI Harry Nelson reckons, they were 
killed by the local Home Guard when they tried to land during the 
Second World War.  
GRIPPANDO, JAMES swyteck   AFRAID OF THE DARK (#9)   
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($27.99) Sergeant Vince Paulo held his best friend's daughter, 
McKenna, bleeding in his arms as she uttered the name of her mur-
derer and ex-boyfriend, Jamal. That was minutes before a blast made 
everything go black for Vince, forever.  Miami criminal defense law-
yer Jack Swyteck has been called in to save Jamal from the death 
penalty for terrorist activity. Despite urgent warnings from his fian-
cée, undercover FBI agent Andie Henning, to stay away from the 
case, Jack finds himself inextricably drawn to Jamal's past, even be-
lieving his alibi that he was abducted and held in a black site in Pra-
gue at the time of McKenna's death. But if Jamal is innocent, then the 
man who murdered McKenna and took Vince's sight is still out there. 
HALL, M R jenny cooper   REDEEMED (#3)   ($32.95)  The man’s 
body, discovered in a church yard, with the sign of the cross carved 
into his body, is likely to be an open and shut case for suicide. But 
something is telling Jenny Cooper, coroner for the Severn Vale Dis-
trict, to look a little deeper.  
HAMBLY, BARBARA january   SHIRT ON HIS BACK (#10)   
($36.95) Abishag Shaw is seeking vengeance for his brother’s murder  
and Benjamin January is seeking money after his bank crashes. Far 
beyond the frontier, in the depths of the Rocky Mountains, both are to 
be found at the great Rendezvous of the Mountain Men: a month-long 
orgy of cheap booze, shooting-matches, tall tales and cut-throat trad-
ing. But at the rendezvous, the discovery of a corpse opens the door 
to hints of a greater plot, of madness and wholesale murder. 
HAMILL, PETE   TABLOID CITY    ($29.99) A violent crime 
brings together a cast of characters, that are also connected to each 
other in other ways. Once again, New York City itself is very much a 
character. 
HARRIS, CHARLAINE sookie   DEAD RECKONING (#11)   
($32.50) Finally here.  
HART, CAROLYN death on demand   DEAD BY MIDNIGHT 
(#21)   ($26.99) A recent death appears to be suicide, but Annie Dar-
ling suspects murder. To solve the case, she unravels the mystery of a 
towel hidden at midnight in a gazebo, the lack of fingerprints on a 
crystal mug, blood on a teenager's blue shirt and the secret of a lovers' 
tryst. Annie believes she has set the perfect trap for a merciless killer 
until her cell phone rings and Death whispers in her ear. 
HAYES, JONATHAN jenner   HARD DEATH (#2)   ($26.99) Ed-
ward Jenner, a brilliant forensic pathologist, has survived the horrific 
ordeal of the Inquisitor serial killings in New York, (Precious Blood 
$(8.99)), but not the political fallout. His state medical license sus-
pended, Jenner finds himself banished to Douglas County in coastal 
Florida, working as a medical examiner in the balmy seaside resort of 
Port Fontaine. But there's a seamy underside to picturesque Douglas 
County. First Jenner finds the bodies of a murdered man and woman 
decaying in a sunken car. Then an anonymous call in the middle of 
the night leads him to a gruesome discovery in the heart of the Ever-
glades. He finds traces of a shadowy criminal conspiracy, and soon 
learns that he can trust no one. With his life on the line, Jenner refuses 
to walk away and let the murderers go unpunished.  
HEWSON, DAVID costa   FALLEN ANGEL (#9)   ($28.95) Nic 
Costa and the detectives of Rome’s Questura must solve a case with 
roots buried deep in one of the ancient city’s most infamous epi-
sodes—a story of incest, murder, and martyrdom. It’s August in 
Rome, and Nic Costa’s vacation is about to be cut short by a scream, 
a girl covered in blood, and a man lying dead in the Via Beatrice 
Cenci. It seems that Malise Gabriel, a scholar with an impressive list 
of enemies, stepped onto faulty scaffolding for a cigarette and fell to 
his death.  On the surface, it’s no more than an unfortunate acci-
dent.  But the deeper Costa, the more he’s haunted by disturbing par-
allels with a centuries-old crime. 
KELLERMAN, JONATHAN   MYSTERY (#26)   ($33) The clos-
ing of their favourite romantic rendezvous, the Fauborg Hotel in Bev-
erly Hills, is a sad occasion for long-time patrons Alex Delaware and 

Robin Castagna. And gathering one last time with their fellow friends 
for cocktails in the gracious old venue makes for a bittersweet eve-
ning. But even more poignant is a striking young woman, alone and 
enigmatic among the revelers, waiting in vain in elegant attire and 
dark glasses that do nothing to conceal her melancholy. Alex can’t 
help wondering what her story is, and whether she’s connected to the 
silent, black-suited bodyguard lingering outside the hotel. Two days 
later, Alex has even more to contemplate when police detective Milo 
Sturgis comes seeking his psychologist comrade’s insights about a 
grisly homicide. To Alex’s shock, the brutalized victim is the same 
beautiful woman whose lonely hours sipping champagne at the 
Fauborg may have been her last. 
KENT, ALEXANDER   IN THE KING’S NAME   ($29.95) It is 
January 1819, and Captain Adam Bolitho, newly married, makes 
haste to ship out from Falmouth and leave his beautiful wife, 
Lowenna, once again. Bound for Freetown, on the old slave coast of 
Africa, H.M.S. Onward carries sealed orders in the strongbox below 
deck. But why all the secrecy and apparent urgency? And why On-
ward, so soon after the Mediterranean, and that bloody action with 
Nautilus? Mission completed, yet Adam cannot and will not leave. 
On their way into port, the crew of the Onward spy the debris of an 
allied frigate, destroyed as if taken by surprise. There are bodies 
strewn among the shark-infested waters and no enemy in sight. A 
single word frozen on the lips of the dead. Mutiny. The men begin to 
question who is friend and who is foe. 
KERNICK, SIMON milne   PAYBACK (#3)   ($32.95 hardcover, 
$24.95 trade paperback) Dennis Milne is a man with a past, and a past 
that involves murder. A former cop, he's earned his living killing the 
bad guys -- drug-dealers, corrupt business men,  people who, in his 
opinion, deserve to die. For the past two days, he's been in Manila, 
waiting for his next target: a young woman who's made herself some 
poor life-choices, and some even worse enemies. DI Tina Boyd is a 
woman on a mission. Tough, spiky and determined, she's looking for 
the man she holds responsible for the death of her lover. She knows 
he's ruthless. She knows he's dangerous. But he's in Manila, and she's 
determined to find and kill him, before he kills her. Two cops with 
pasts that haunt them and a present that could see them both dead. 
They are about to meet. And when they do, it's payback time. 
KERR, PHILIP berlin   FIELD GRAY (#7)   ($33.50) It's 1954 and 
Bernie has tired of his increasingly dangerous work spying on Meyer 
Lansky for Cuban Intelligence so he buys a boat and sails to Florida, 
where he's arrested, sent back to Cuba and imprisoned. There he 
meets Castro, and a French intelligence officer, Thibaud, who liaises 
between the CIA and French intelligence. Exhaustively questioned by 
Thibaud, Bernie finds himself flown back to Berlin and another 
prison cell with a proposition: work for the French or hang for mur-
der. Bernie's job is simple: to meet and greet POWs returning from 
Germany. One of these is Edgard de Boudel, a French war criminal 
and member of the French SS, who has been posing as a German 
Wehrmacht officer. The French are anxious to catch up with this man 
and deal with him in their own ruthless way. But Bernie's past as a 
German POW in Russia is about to catch up with him. . 
KNIGHT, ALANNA faro   SEAL KING MURDERS (#16)   
($34.99) The year is 1861 and Inspector Faro's rest is disrupted when 
he is given a special assignment by old friend, Detective Superinten-
dent Macfie. Macfie's cousin-in-law, a champion swimmer, has 
drowned in mysterious circumstances. Could his death have really 
been an accident, or is something more sinister going on? Arriving in 
Orkney to investigate, he is met with rumours of missing artefacts, 
the myth of the seal king, a dead body under the floor of Scarthbreck, 
his first love, and a mother who is determined to find him a wife. But, 
in Faro’s opinion, no matter how distracting the local legends are or 
how valuable the artefacts, one man's life or needless death, is truly 
beyond price. 
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LANSDALE, JOE R  DEVIL RED (#8)   ($27) When their friend 
Marvin asks Hap Collins and Leonard Oine to look into a cold-case 
double homicide, they’re more than happy to play private investiga-
tors: they like trouble, and they especially like getting paid to find it. 
It turns out that both of the victims were set to inherit serious money, 
and one of them ran with a vampire cult. The more closely Hap and 
Leonard look over the crime-scene photos, the more they see, includ-
ing the image of a red devil’s head painted on a tree. A little research 
turns up a slew of murders with that same fiendish signature. 
LEON, DONNA   HANDEL’S BESTIARY: IN SEARCH OF ANI-
MALS IN HANDEL’S OPERAS   ($31.95) Over the years, Ms. Leon 
has noticed that the great musician George Frideric Handel, filled his 
operas with arias that make reference to animals; rich in symbolism, 
the perceived virtues and vices of the lion, bee, nightingale, snake, 
elephant, and tiger, among others, resonate in his works. She has 
draws on her love of Handel and her expertise in medieval bestiaries, 
illustrated collections of animal stories, to assemble a bestiary of her 
own. Twelve chapters trace twelve animals through history, mythol-
ogy, and the arias. Each is joined by whimsical original illustrations 
by German painter Michael Sowa.  
LEON, DONNA   DRAWING CONCLUSIONS (#20)   ($26.95) 
Late one night, Brunetti is suffering through a dinner with Vice 
Questore Patta and his nasty Lieutenant Scarpa when his telephone 
rings. An old woman's body has been found in a Spartan apartment on 
Campo San Giacomo dell'Orio. Her neighbour discovered it when she 
went to pick up her mail, after having been away in Palermo. Brunetti 
sees some signs of force on the old woman, the obvious wound on her 
head, what could be a bruise near her collarbone, but they could just 
as easily have been from the radiator near where she fell. When the 
medical examiner rules that the woman died of a heart attack, it 
seems there is nothing for Brunetti to investigate. But he can't shake 
the feeling that something may have created conditions that led to her 
heart attack, that perhaps the woman was threatened. Brunetti meets 
with the woman's son, called into the city from the mainland to iden-
tify the body, her upstairs neighbour, and the nun in charge of the old 
age home where she volunteered. None of these quiet his suspicions. 
MACKENZIE, JASSY jade   STOLEN LIVES (#2)   ($28.95)When 
wealthy Pamela Jordaan hires PI Jade de Jong as a bodyguard after 
her husband Terrance disappears, Jade thinks keeping an eye on this 
anxious wife will be an easy way to earn some cash. But when a de-
termined shooter nearly kills them both and Jade finds Terrance hor-
rifically tortured and barely alive, she realizes that she has been 
drawn into a wicked game. Set in Johannesburg, sequel to Random 
Violence (#1) ($16). 
MCLEAN, RUSSEL D macnee   LOST SISTER (#2)   ($28.99) A 
teenage girl is missing. Her godfather is a known criminal and her 
mother is hiding a dark secret. For PI J. McNee, what starts as a fa-
vour for a friend soon becomes a nightmare as he races to find the girl 
before it’s too late. 
MANKELL, HENNING   DANIEL   ($30.95) In the 1870s, Hans 
Bengler arrives in Cape Town from Smaland, Sweden, driven by a 
singular desire: to discover an insect no one has seen before and name 
it after himself. But then he impulsively adopts a young orphan, calls 
him Daniel, and brings him back to Sweden. Daniel is told to call 
Bengler "Father," taught to knock on doors and bow, and continually 
struggles to understand this strange new land of mud and snow that 
surrounds and seemingly entraps him. At the same time, he is haunted 
by visions of his murdered parents calling him home to Africa. 
Knowing that the only way home is by sea, he decides he must learn 
to walk on water if he is ever to reclaim his true place in the world. 
MANKELL, HENNING kurt   TROUBLED MAN (#10)   ($32.95) 
On a winter's day in 2008, Hakån von Enke, a retired high-ranking 
naval officer, disappears during his daily walk in a forest near Stock-
holm. The investigation into his disappearance falls under the juris-

diction of the Stockholm Police, but Wallander is personally affected: 
Enke is his beloved daughter, Linda's, father-in-law. Before long, in 
his inimitable way, Wallander is interfering in matters that are not his 
responsibility, making promises he has no intention of keeping, tell-
ing lies when it suits him, paying little attention to normal procedure 
(including the law) ,  and, unlike the other detectives on the case, get-
ting results. But the results seem to be pointing to elaborate Cold War 
espionage activities that confound even this master detective and 
grow more confounding the more he uncovers.

Haunted by 
his past, desperate to live up to the hope that his granddaughter pre-
sents him with, facing the future with profound uncertainty, Wal-
lander will be forced to come face to face with his most intractable 
adversary: himself.  
MARSTON, EDWARD rawson   UNDER SIEGE (#4)   ($34.99) In 
the wake of victory at Oudenarde, Captain Daniel Rawson takes a 
leading role in the Allies' new strategy: to invade further into French 
territory and take siege of Lille, the most important city outside Paris. 
He must venture inside the besieged city, under the bombardment of 
the Allied heavy artillery, in an effort to scout the French defenses 
and rescue a comrade-in-arms. Fighting at the captain's side is the 
Duke of Marlborough, whose position and safety abroad is threatened 
by political machinations at home. Meanwhile, Rawson has a battle of 
another sort to contend with: a new rival for his beloved Amalia. 
MARTIN, NANCY roxy   STICKY FINGERS (#2)   ($28.99) With 
her sidekick, Nooch, and her thieving pitbull, Rooney, Roxy Abruzzo 
hustles the mean streets of Pittsburgh collecting debts for Uncle Car-
mine and keeping his customers in line. With her daughter’s college 
tuition to pay, Roxy can almost convince herself that the shady jobs 
are legal. But when Carmine’s consigliore offers Roxy a contract to 
kidnap someone, that’s a line she won’t cross. Trouble is the kidnap-
ping happens anyway, and when the victim turns up murdered, Roxy 
is number one on the police hit parade. To protect herself, she investi-
gates and soon learns the victim had a big secret, or two. Add a rock 
singer with a penchant for dinosaur bones and throw in a pesky palae-
ontologist, plus an ex-nun with a moustache problem, not to mention 
a sexy chef with a taste for whatever Roxy dishes up, and you’ve got 
a story brimming with a cast of very unusual characters. 
MILLETT, LARRY   MAGIC BULLET   ($30) A locked room 
mystery featuring Shadwell Rafferty and Sherlock Holmes. 
MOSLEY, WALTER leonid   WHEN THE THRILL IS GONE (#3)   
($33.50) The economy has hit the private-investigator business hard. 
So how can Leonid McGill say no to the beautiful young woman who 
walks into his office with a stack of cash? 
NADEL, BARBARA ikmen   NOBLE KILLING (#13)   ($34.99 
hardcover, $24.99 trade paperback) In Turkey, the police are called to 
the scene of what seems to be the honour killing of a young girl. 
Burned alive, she is not the first girl to suffer such an horrific death in 
Istanbul. Further investigations by Inspectors Cetin Ikmen and Meh-
met Suleyman reveal that the girl had a secret boyfriend who has now 
disappeared. He and the girl's family are prime suspects, even though 
forensic evidence is scant.

Young. However, yet again, the region’s bucolic charms prove to be 
more than deceptive, and Thea is thrust once again into the heart of a 
Cotswolds mystery...  
TROW, M J maxwell   MAXWELL’S ISLAND (#16)   ($34.99) 
Having had his retirement snatched from him by malfunctioning tech-
nology, Peter 'Mad Max' Maxwell finds himself facing yet another 
new year at Leighford High School. After having her hopes of a dedi-
cated house husband dashed, his wife, Jacquie, is further annoyed 
when a family holiday quickly becomes an impromptu Year Seven 
trip to the Isle of Wight, families welcome. Less than a week into 
their trip the situation takes another turn for the worse when the wife 
of Tom Medlicott, the new Head of Art, goes missing, forcing Jacquie 
to play the role of woman policeman.

VONNEGUT, NORB   GODS OF GREENWICH   ($28.99) From 
the author of Top Producer ($11.99), which raised on the lid on the 
kinds of tricks that the top producers got up to make their billions just 
before all the secrets were revealed, a follow-up novel set in the high
-rolling world of hedge funds. If you thought we were out of the 
woods, think again. 
VORHAUS, JOHN radar   ALBUQUERQUE TURKEY (#2)   
($25.95) After their last big con netted them a nice chunk of change, 
Radar Hoverlander and his grifter girlfriend, Allie Quinn, have vowed 
to go straight. But Radar’s fragile commitment to clean living is put 
to the test when an oddly hefty lady in red shows up and stalks him 
through the streets of Santa Fe. Except that’s no lady, it’s Radar’s 
dad, Woody Hoverlander, a world class con artist in his own right.

VREELAND, SUSAN   CLARA AND MR, TIFFANY   ($30) A 
special order. It’s 1893, and at the Chicago World’s Fair, Louis Com-
fort Tiffany makes his debut with a luminous exhibition of innovative 
stained-glass windows, which he hopes will honour his family busi-
ness and earn him a place on the international artistic stage. But be-
hind the scenes in his New York studio is the freethinking Clara Dris-
coll, head of his women’s division. Publicly unrecognized by Tiffany, 
Clara conceives of and designs nearly all of the iconic leaded-glass 
lamps for which he is long remembered. Clara struggles with her de-
sire for artistic recognition and the seemingly insurmountable chal-
lenges that she faces as a professional woman, which ultimately force 
her to protest against the company she has worked so hard to culti-
vate. She also yearns for love and companionship, and is devoted in 
different ways to five men, including Tiffany, who enforces to a strict 
policy: he does not hire married women, and any who do marry while 
under his employ must resign immediately. Eventually, like many 
women, Clara must decide what makes her happiest—the profes-
sional world of her hands or the personal world of her heart. 
WALLNER, MICHAEL   RUSSIAN AFFAIR   ($31) Set in the late 
1970s, twenty-nine-year-old Anna Viktorovna lives in Moscow with 
her young son and her father, a once popular and respected poet who 
has fallen into disgrace because of his dissident views. Her husband, a 
junior officer in the Red Army, is on active duty and living seven 
time zones away. Anna struggles gamely through her difficult exis-
tence, doing the best she can amidst the long lines, bureaucratic in-
ferno, and corruption and incompetence of the police state. When she 
meets and makes an impression on a pow-erful Soviet official, 
Alexey Bulgyakov, her life begins to look a little brighter. Alexey is 
married and nearly twice her age, but he turns out to be a man of infi-
nite patience and forbearance, and gradually a strange but solid bond 
grows between them. Though Anna still loves her mostly absent hus-
band and harbours no illusions about the future, she and Alexey be-
come lovers. Soon Anna and Alexey’s burgeoning romance is irrevo-
cably threatened when a KGB colonel forces Anna to spy on Alexey, 
who is suspected of disloyalty to the state. Though Anna loathes the 
notion of double-crossing the man she has come to love, when her 
family is threatened she must com-ply. But Anna isn’t the only char-
acter playing a double game.  
WILLIS, CONNIE   ALL CLEAR   ($30) In Blackout ($18),in the 
time-traveling future of 2060, three Oxford historians are sent to 
World War II England: Michael Davies, intent on observing heroism 
during the Miracle of Dunkirk; Merope Ward, studying children 
evacuated from London; and Polly Churchill, posing as a shopgirl in 
the middle of the Blitz. But when the three become unexpectedly 
trapped in 1940, they struggle not only to find their way home but to 
survive as Hitler’s bombers attempt to pummel London into submis-
sion. Now the situation has grown even more dire. Small discrepan-
cies in the historical record seem to indicate that one or all of them 
have somehow affected the past, changing the outcome of the war. 
The belief that the past can be observed but never altered has always 
been a core belief of time-travel theory, but suddenly it seems that the 
theory is horribly, tragically wrong. Meanwhile, in 2060 Oxford, the 
historians’ supervisor, Mr. Dunworthy, and seventeen-year-old Colin 
Templer, who nurses a powerful crush on Polly, are engaged in a 
frantic and seemingly impossible struggle of their own: to find three 
missing needles in the haystack of history. 
WINSPEAR, JACQUELINE   LESSON IN SECRETS (#8)   
($27.99) In the summer of 1932, Maisie Dobbs' career takes an excit-
ing new turn when she accepts an undercover assignment directed by 
Scotland Yard's Special Branch and the Secret Service. Posing as a 

junior lecturer, she is sent to a private college in Cambridge to moni-
tor any activities "not in the interests of His Majesty's government." 
When the college's controversial pacifist founder and principal, Gre-
ville Liddicote, is murdered, Maisie is directed to stand back as De-
tective Chief Superintendent Robert MacFarlane and Detective Chief 
Inspector Richard Stratton spearhead the investigation. She soon dis-
covers, however, that the circumstances of Liddicote's death appear 
inextricably linked to the suspicious comings and goings of faculty 
and students under her surveillance. To unravel this web, Maisie must 
overcome a reluctant Secret Service, discover shameful hidden truths 
about Britain's conduct during the Great War, and face off against the 
rising powers of the Nazi Party in Britain.

ATKINS, ACE   INFAMOUS   ($18.50) From the author of the Ace 
Atkins novels, comes a fast, funny, violent new noir classic. 
Blending historical novel and crime story, this is a tale set in the 
first days of the modern FBI.  
BALE, TOM   TERRORS REACH   ($18.95) Terror's Reach is an 
exclusive island on the south coast of England, home to rival business 
tycoons Robert Felton and Valentin Nasenko.

Suddenly caught in the cross 
fire between two dangerous rivals, Quinn must unravel the identity of 
the body and why it still poses so great a threat even in death.

Frantic, 
Phoebe seeks out Quirke, her brilliant but erratic father, and asks him 
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for help. Sober again after intensive treatment for alcoholism, Quirke 
enlists his old sparring partner, Detective Inspector Hackett, in the 
search for the missing young woman.

All of London’s high society—including the Prince of 
Wales—are in attendance at what promises to be the event of the sea-
son. Yet Oscar Wilde is more interested in another party guest, Rex 
LaSalle, a young actor who claims to be a vampire. But the entertain-
ing evening ends in tragedy when the duchess is found murdered—
with two tiny puncture marks on her throat.

When a local woman is found dead, her body drained of blood, 
Vlad is the #1 suspect--and the stakes become life and death.  
CONNOLLY, JOHN parker   LOVERS (#8)   ($9.99) Deprived of 
his private investigator’s license and under scrutiny by the police 
Charlie Parker takes a job in a Portland, Maine bar. With time on his 
hands, he begins an investigation into his father’s death who took his 
own life after apparently shooting dead two unarmed teenagers. 
COPPERMAN, E J haunted   UNINVITED GHOST (#2)   ($9.99)

As it happens, a beautiful Span-
ish entertainer, a refugee from the Spanish Civil War, whose trade-
mark is the yellow violet, is in town. She’s on tour accompanied by 
her mother, her manager, and a red dachshund named Pancho. Pat 
also has a new client, a lovely and very rich blonde, whose foolish 
younger brother has cast his lot with Mussolini. Throw in a few Ital-
ian Fascists (“they don’t fight very well,” says Pat, “but they know 
how to spy”) and you’ve got enough trouble to halt anyone’s nuptials.

CROMBIE, DEBORAH   WHERE MEMORIES LIE (#12)   
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($17.99) A reissue. 
CUTLER, JUDITH burford   STAGING DEATH   ($10.99) Ac-
tress Vera Burford works on a part-time basis for her real estate agent 
brother. She starts to grow suspicious when a number of well dressed 
couples, who don’t fit the usual client profile, start to inspect every 
nook and cranny of the high end range of country houses for sale. It 
soon becomes clear that a very modern crime is being played out 
against the scenic background of Warwickshire’s picturesque towns 
and villages. 
DAHEIM, MARY mcmonigle   LOCO MOTIVE (#25)   ($10.99) 
This fall, Judith McMonigle Flynn can barely cope with her gaggle of 
guests at Hillside Manor B&B. And when diminutive daredevil and 
martial-arts movie icon Wee Willie Weevil insists on performing his 
dangerous stunts from Judith's roof, and ends up leaving the B&B via 
ambulance, the harried hostess decides it's high time to escape the 
domestic mayhem, joining irrepressible cousin Renie on a cross-
country train trip with first-class accommodations to Boston on the 
Empire Builder.

KING, ROSS   EX LIBRIS   ($18) This is a terrific story and we 
have now found a US source for the book. 
KNIGHT, ALANNA mcquinn   QUEST FOR A KILLER (#6)   
($10.99) When the circus arrives in Edinburgh, Rose McQuinn is 
delighted. However, the much anticipated festivities are overshad-
owed by a curious set of crimes, involving the murder of a clerk dur-
ing a bank robbery and within hours of each other, the identical sui-
cides of two young women. Are these deaths as straightforward as the 
police claim or could they all be linked to one killer? The evidence 
leads her from suspect to suspect but Rose still cannot prove conclu-
sively who the real killer is. She confides in her new-found friend,

A 
friendly coroner gives them a start, and when two women both claim 
that human remains found near a reservoir are their relatives, the di-
lemma is given to them to investigate. Written by a former Home 
Office pathologist, the story carries the stamp of forensic authenticity. 
KORYTA, MICHAEL   CYPRESS HOUSE   ($16.50)Arlen Wag-
ner has seen it in men before: a trace of smoke in their eyes that 
promises imminent death. He is never wrong. When Arlen awakens 
on a train one hot Florida night and sees death's telltale sign in the 
eyes of his fellow passengers, he tries to warn them. Only 19-year-old 
Paul Brickhill believes him, and the two abandon the train, hoping to 
escape certain death. They continue south, but soon are stranded at 
the Cypress House, an isolated Gulf Coast boarding house run by the 
beautiful Rebecca Cady, directly in the path of an approaching hurri-
cane.

line. At the same time, Russia, Sweden, Denmark, and Prussia are 
forming a League of Armed Neutrality, to Napoleon Bonaparte’s de-
light, to deny Great Britain their vital exports, even if it means war. 
England will need all her experienced sea dogs, but even Alan 
Lewrie? Ultimately Lewis is acquitted, but he’s also ignored by the 
Navy, so it’s half-pay on “civvy street” for him, and with idle time on 
his mischievous hands, Lewrie is sure to get himself in trouble.  A 
brawl in a Panton Saint brothel, a drunk, infatuated young Russian 
count, precede Lewrie’s summons to Admiralty and the command of 
the Thermopylae frigate to replace an ill captain as the fleet gathers to 
face down the League of the North, and its instigator, the mad Tsar 
Paul. Lewrie must take the Thermopylae into the Baltic in the dead of 
winter, alone and with no support, to scout the enemy fleets and iced-
in harbours, deal with a fellow officer who is less of a friend than he 
thought, and be saddled with a pair of Russian noblemen as a last-
minute peace delegation, but if the wily Foreign Office spy-master, 
Zachariah Twigg, sent them, what else might their mission be? 
LARSEN, KARIANNE cat deluca   LIAR LIAR (#1)   ($18.95) 
Private Investigator Cat DeLuca and her Pants on Fire Detective 
Agency have a reputation for catching cheaters. It’s a skill Cat mas-
tered when married to her run-around ex, Johnnie Ricco. Armed with 
a camera, Cat scales balconies, dangles from hotel windows, and 
splashes the bare facts on 8X10 glossies. They tend to sweeten her 
clients’ divorce settlements.   Life takes a strange turn when a re-
porter for the Chicago Tribune (Rita Polansky) masquerades as a cli-
ent with a liar-liar husband. Rita retains Cat to follow Chance Savino, 
a steamy guy with a pocketful of smuggled diamonds. The detective 
is hot on his heels when an exploding building hurls her out of her 
stilettos and into the hospital. The FBI claims Savino was killed in the 
fireworks but Cat remembers a different scenario. 
LEHRER, JIM   SUPER   ($17) In its heyday, the Santa Fe rail-
road's famous Super Chief was so replete with wealth and celebrity 
that it became known as 'The Train of the Stars.' In April of 1956 it 
embarks from Chicago to Los Angeles with an amazing spectrum of 
passengers on board. There's Darwin Rinehart, a once great Holly-
wood producer whose most recent movie was a total flop and who 
now faces bankruptcy and shame. In a dark recess of a train car hides 
a mysterious, disheveled, sickly man who has not paid for a ticket, 
smuggled inside by an unscrupulous porter. Millionaire Otto Wheeler 
arrives in a wheelchair; deathly ill, he knows that this will be his last 
trip on the great train. Clark Gable causes a stir when he steps aboard, 
and though he's ridden these rails for years, indulging in booze and 
women with equal fervor, those around him sense that this time, 
something is different.

MITCHELL, GLADYS   DEAD MEN’S MORRIS (#6)   ($20) 
When Mrs. Bradley arrives at her nephew Carey Lestrange's Oxford-
shire pig farm for the Christmas holidays, little does she expect to be 
caught up in a series of murders and attempted murders. The house-
hold is a lively one. Besides her grandnephew Denis there is the Ditch 
family, local rustics who are avid devotees of Morris dancing. But 
wherever Mrs. Bradley goes, murder is sure to follow, and both Mr. 
Bradley and the local police inspector suspect foul play when a 
neighbouring country lawyer dies of an apparent heart attack after 
having been invited to attend a ghost watch. The story takes many 
turns before the murderer is finally unmasked by Mrs. Bradley at a 
Whitsun Morris dance. First published in 1936. 
MUIR, FRANK gilchrist   EYE FOR AN EYE (#1)   ($22) The 
misty streets of St Andrews provide the setting for the bloody attacks 
of an unhinged serial killer. Six men have been brutally murdered; all 
known wife beaters. It is DI Andy Gilchrist’s job to catch the perpe-
trator of these horrendous crimes; failure to do so meaning the end of 
his career. As he goes on the hunt for the killer, Gilchrist is forced to 
confront both his own personal demons as well as increasing pressure 
from invasive press and hostile superiors. When suspended from 
duty, he is forced to go out on a limb. With only his trusty sixth sense 
for support he must unravel a series of uncertain and mysterious 
leads. Who can he trust and who is deceiving him? As Gilchrist gets 
closer to his target these questions become more uncertain. The chase 
becomes not only a race for survival but a personal quest for his own 
self worth and value. 
MUNSON, SAM   NOVEMBER CRIMINALS   ($17) For a high 
school senior, Addison Schacht has a lot of preoccupations. Like get-
ting into college, selling drugs to his classmates, his complicated rela-
tionship with his best friend (NOT his girlfriend) Digger. And the 
murder of his classmate Kevin Broadus, and his own absurd, obses-
sive plan to investigate the death. When presented with an essay ques-
tion on his application to the University of Chicago: What are your 
best and worst qualities? - Addison finds himself provoked into giv-
ing his final, unapologetic say about all of the above and more. 
MYERS, BEVERLE GRAVES   HER DEADLY MISCHIEF (#5)   
($18.95) Venice, 1742. Tito is once again singing lead roles at the 
Teatro San Marco. On opening night, the famous castrato has the en-
tire audience entranced except for one box with its scarlet curtains 
stubbornly drawn. Annoyed at being ignored, Tito aims the full force 
of his golden throat at the fourth-tier box. He is astounded when the 
curtains part and a woman tumbles over the railing. A fine series, now 
available in trade paperback editions;  Interrupted Aria (#1) and 
Painted Veil (#2) ($20 each) are the first two. 
MYNHEIR, MARK ray quinn   CORRUPTIBLE   ($16.99) Ex-
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homicide detective Ray Quinn never had glamorous thoughts of the 
life of a private investigator but being cornered in a bathroom stall by 
the enraged philandering husband of a client? That’s something he 
could live without. Retired from homicide and living with a painful 
disability, Ray’s options are limited. Stick to the job, keep impetuous 
sidekick Crevis alive, and spend quiet evenings with trusted pal Jim 
Beam, that’s about the best he can hope for.  As a new client 
emerges, Ray finds himself in an impossibly large boardroom hold-
ing a check with enough zeros to finally lift him from his financial 
pit. The job seems easy enough: find Logan Ramsey, an ex-cop 
turned security officer who’s taken off with sensitive corporate infor-
mation. But few things are easy in Ray’s world, regardless of the 
amount of zeros in the check. In what should be an open-and-shut 
case, Ray stumbles across Logan Ramsey in a seedy motel room. 
Only Ray wasn’t the first to find him. Now Logan’s dead, the cli-
ent’s information is nowhere to be found, and Ray’s employer is less 
than forthcoming with the details.

What 
mystifies the police is that the puncture wounds in the victims' faces 
have been caused from the inside of their mouths. Kaja Solness from 
Homicide is sent to Hong Kong to track down a man who is the Oslo 
Police Department's only specialist on serial killings. The severely 
addicted detective has tried to disappear in the vast, anonymous city. 
He is on the run and haunted by his last case, the woman he loves, 
and creditors alike. His name is Harry Hole. 
NIXON, FRASER   MAN WHO KILLED    ($22.95) Montreal, 
1926. Mick is down on his luck until an old friend offers him a 
loaded revolver and a job as a bootlegger riding shotgun in a truck 
running booze across the border. Stateside Prohibition has opened up 
a market for certain amusements, vicious or otherwise. Mick takes 
the job and his problems begin. Through his old friend Jack, Mick 
falls deeper into the life of the two-bit hood. From whorehouse to 
gentlemen's club, through back alleys and deluxe hotels, jazz joints, 
opium dens, baseball diamonds, cheap diners and anywhere trouble 
is to be found, Mick burns his way through the City of Two Soli-
tudes.

Hundreds of Irish 
immigrants, desperate to get away, are risking their lives on the 
North Atlantic. And with the killer who is on board with them. 
O’DONNELL, PETER   PIECES OF MODESTY   ($18.95) A col-
lection of stories featuring Modesty Blaise and Willie Garvin. Origi-
nally published in 1972. 
O’FLYNN, CATHERINE   WHAT WAS LOST   ($17.95) A lost 
little girl with a notebook and toy monkey appears on the CCTV 
screen of the Green Oaks shopping centre, evoking memories of 
Kate Meaney, a girl who liked to play detective now, missing for 
twenty years. Kurt, a security guard with a sleep disorder and Lisa, a 
disenchanted deputy manager at Your Music, together become en-
tranced by the little girl they keep glimpsing on the security cameras. 
As Kurt and Lisa’s after-hours friendship grows in intensity, it brings 
new loss and new longing to light.

While Prain is mysteriously aloof 
about his background, Stella finds his insights into art more and more 
stimulating, until one rainy afternoon she makes a surprising discov-
ery: Prain is the head of England’ s most prestigious publishing house 
and a leading collector of art.
