When a writer publishes a book which does not feature his or her con-
tinuing character, customers can get a little upset. They love follow-
ing the lives of their favourite character to find out what they are up 

to next, what’s happening in their lives and how do they solve the lat-
est mystery presented. When Before The Poison ($29.99) by PETER 
ROBINSON arrived, we got the expected “oh no, it’s not a Banks” 
cries of anguish. Let me assure you, though, you should not let that 
put you off reading this new offering from one Canada’s best and 
most popular writers. If this is not the best book that Peter has penned 
to date, it’s darn close. It is interesting, sad, poignant, complex, chill-
ing (literally, the fog and the rain on the dales…) In a word, or should 
that be three, it is terrific. Chris Lowndes buys a big old house in 
Yorkshire without ever going to see it and after he moves in discovers 
that the former owner, Dr. Ernest Fox, was poisoned by his wife 
Grace Fox. For which little misadventure, Grace was hanged. (Or, 
should that be hung?) Curiosity gets the better of  Chris as he won-
ders what really could have happened in the house all those years ago. 
We get the background to the Fox case from Famous Trials: Grace 
Elizabeth Fox, April 1953 and we follow Chris as he chats with local 
townsfolk and then travels to Paris and Cape Town to talk to other 
people involved in the events. Later, we also get to read extracts from 
a journal that Grace kept. Meshing these different narratives, as skill-

fully as Peter does, will have 
you reading late into the night. I 
thought it was brilliant and I’ll 
not say anymore because I 
don’t want to spoil it for you. 
 
I was talking to a colleague in 
England who mentioned how 
good LESLEY COOKMAN  
is. I said, “Lesley Who?” Well, 
it seems she has only written 
ten mysteries! Eight are cur-
rently available, the missing 
two are scheduled to be re-
leased next year. The stories 
feature ex-actress Libby Sar-
jeant and are set in a small vil-
lage in Kent. I ordered the first 
one so that I could read it and 

found it to be delightful. The characters are quirky, the dialogue 
witty, and the plot revolves around the theatre. The series debut, Mur-
der in Steeple Martin (#1) ($14.95) is  now in stock and by the time 
you read this, the other seven will be here. Although as with many 
British editions, supply can be a very fickle commodity. If we have to 
import these from the UK, as might be the case, the “Expensive Brit-
ish Imports” editions will need to be price at C$21 each. I’m really 
looking forward to getting my hands on the others. I know this could 
be a hit series for us and for all you lovers of the traditional English 
cosy.  
 
There have been a large number of what I would call “light cosy” 
mysteries released in the past two months that I really enjoyed. I’ll 
list and just briefly describe them here, as they are annotated further 
on. There are mysteries to fit almost any theme, or profession, or 
hobby; so just ask us and we can try to find one this will make you 
look great on Christmas morning. Shoe Done It (#1) ($7.99) by 
GRACE CARROLL, features Rita Jewel who has her dream job of 
selling clothes and accessories to rich women in a classy boutique in 
San Francisco. Liver Let Die (#1) ($8.99) by LIZ LIPPERMAN  in-
troduces Jordan McAllister who has always wanted to a sports colum-
nist but gets the job as a food critic for a local newspaper. The one 
small problem that she has is, she’s clueless about food and cooking! 
One Foot in the Gravy (#2) ($8.99) by DELIA ROSEN  is the second 
in the series to feature former forensic accountant, now deli owner, 
Gwen Katz. I have not read her first mystery titled A Brisket, a Cas-
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ket (#1) ($8.99), deliberately deciding to start with Gravy and had no 
trouble catching on to all the characters. If you have someone who 
loves to shop and has always wanted to be one of those mystery shop-
pers then you should try Death on a Platter (#7) ($8.99) by ELAINE 
VIETS. Josie Marcus, our mystery shopper, is back, this time sam-
pling the local St. Louis cuisine for a City Eats Food tour. For your 
dance lovers, especially those who like to watch Dancing with the 
Stars, try Quickstep to Murder (#1)  ($7.99) by ELLA BARRICK . 
Stacy Graysin owns a professional ballroom dance studio but is 
thrown for a loop when her ex-fiancé leaves his half of the studio to 
his estranged half-brother, who wants to sell it to the highest bidder.  
 
The following is a reminder of some of the mysteries that appeared in 
earlier newsletters that I have enjoyed and may make a good gift for 
the mystery lover on your list. For the reader who likes Lee Child or 
Michael Connelly try The Bricklayer (#1) ($12.99) by NOAH 
BOYD or Even(#1)  ($9.99) by ANDREW GRANT . Both feature 
characters who work outside the regular rules of engagement, both 
have plots where the action starts on the first page and doesn’t let up 
and both authors have had reviews such as : “Brilliant”,  “A Real 
Winner”, “Dazzling”, “Relentless”, “Crackling”. You get the picture!  
 
For the food and/or wine lover on your list try: A Sheetcake Named 
Desire (#1) ($8.99) by JACKLYN BRADY , set in a New Orleans 
cake shop; The Vintage Vendetta  (#5) ($9.99) by ELLEN 
CROSBY, is the latest in her Wine Country Mystery series. For the 
vampire lover who also likes to cook, try A Taste of the Nightlife (#1) 
($8.99) by SARAH ZETTEL . For the craft person, Pleating for 
Mercy (#1) ($7.99) by MELISSA BOURBON is terrific. I loved it 
and am quite looking forward to book number two. Or you can try 
Dire Threads (#1) ($8.99) by JANET BOLIN , a Canadian writer 
who has set her story in a small US town chock-full of craft shops. 
Makes you want to run out and start a quilt or knit a sweater while 
solving the murder. Curiosity Thrilled the Cat (#1) ($8.99) and Slight 
of Paw (#2) ($8.99) by SOFIE KELLY  feature small town librarian 
Kathleen Paulson and her two, not quite normal cats, Owen and Her-
cules. Delightful! 
 
Finally for me, I need to tell you about the best book for the Harry 
Potter fan on your Christmas list. Harry Potter: Page to Screen, The 
Complete Filmmaking Journey ($80) is a massive, lavishly illustrated, 
500-page plus delight which literally takes you through the process of 
transforming the books into movies. Stories from the cast, never seen 
photographs, concept illustrations etc, etc, etc...Perfect for your fa-
vourite Muggle.  
 

 
 
I’ll See You in My Dreams ($29.99) by WILLIAM DEVERELL  is 
a delight, as one has every right to expect from this witty, accom-
plished writer.  This guy is one my favourite writers and, to this day, 
almost a decade and a half on, I still enjoy putting Trial of Passion 
($19.95), the first Arthur Beauchamp novel into readers’ hands.  The 
entire Beauchamp oeuvre is a delight, a must read, and imagine my 
pleasure when the fifth one, I’ll See You in My Dreams was released. 
I grabbed a copy immediately and gulped it down. 
  
Arthur’s most intriguing case has been that of Gabriel Swift. The 
story begins in 1962 when Arthur, just 25, is about to abandon law for 
academia, having decided he can't bear to defend any more thieves 
and thugs. But he is suddenly handed his first murder case, the legal-

aid defence of Gabriel Swift, a bright young, politically active abo-
riginal accused of killing Professor Dermot Mulligan, world-
renowned scholar and author, former principal of a Native residential 
school, and, Arthur’s mentor in classical studies. Arthur cannot resist 
the challenge of taking on such a high-profile case, even though he 
risks losing Gabriel to the hangman. The trial becomes a very impor-
tant challenge for a lawyer still green around the edges.  
  
Flash forward to 2011, as Arthur remains plagued by the trial, 
haunted by suspicions that serious issues and answers remain unre-
solved. He is finally forced to emerge from retirement on Garibaldi 
Island, don his robes, and try to complete what he began.  Written 
with the author’s usual witty and erudite style, this is a real pleasure 
to read. The insight into the disgraceful residential-school chapter of 
Canadian history has yet to be closed, and some of this makes for 
very uncomfortable reading.  Much more fun, however, is all you’ll 
learn about Arthur’s personal history. A delight, through and through. 
  
First published in 1996, and recently re-issued, A Single Shot 
($16.50) by MATTHEW JONES was unputdownable for me. I no-
ticed that the new edition has an introduction by Daniel Woodrell, 
who is another favourite of mine—I ranted and raved about him in the 
May newsletter, when the Rene Shade omnibus had been released and 
I wanted y’all to read it. The jacket copy also refers to Tom Frank-
lin—whose Crooked Letter, Crooked Letter ($16.99) is marvelous, 
and, you might remember, was a recent �
��  of mine—so, how could I 
resist this one? I’m glad I didn’t. I’m really, really glad I didn’t. I read 
a lot of books—I should say, I start a lot of books—that I abandon af-
ter a few chapters, mostly because there is nothing that catches my at-
tention. And then there are those that I cannot put down. This is one 
of the latter. This is a beautifully written, literary thriller that is a tu-
multuous week in the life of John Moon, a hunter by circumstance, 
born to be a farmer, but whose father managed to mismanage his way 
into bankruptcy and lose the family farm. Reduced to a small land 
holding, Moon makes his living, and tries to provide for his wife and 
young son, by doing odd jobs and illegally poaching off his 
neighbours lands. Following a deer that he has managed to shoot, but 
not kill, he is injured and accidentally shoots and kills a teenage girl. 
Just what in hell was she doing out in the wild, hiding in the bushes? 
Desperate, confused, in way over his head, he makes some bad deci-
sions. There is a lot of money and drugs near the body and he decides 
to take the money. The consequences, as you can imagine, are swift 
and brutal. This is a dark read, harrowing, and terrific. Trying to keep 
his family together, and dealing with the consequences of the seem-
ingly small sequence of errors he makes, makes you like John Moon. 
You’ll root for him and want things to work out.  
 
PETER LOVESEY has long been another favourite of mine. He has 
been writing mysteries for almost four decades and in that time has 
been nominated for, and won, just about every major mystery writing 
award. Try one or two, and you’ll quickly understand why. In particu-
lar I love his superb Chief Superintendent Peter Diamond novels. 
Great rejoicing, recently released was Stagestruck (#11) ($30), largely 
set inside the 250-year-old Theatre Royal, Bath, in a week when a 
production of I am a Camera is blighted by maiming and murder.  
The plot is complicated by Diamond’s theatre phobia. He must con-
quer his fear of entering the place before he can trap the killer. If 
somehow you have missed this thoroughly enjoyable series, start with 
The Last Detective (#1) ($12.99) and then proceed to Diamond Soli-
taire ($18). One of his finest efforts is The False Inspector Dew ($18),  
a standalone, that won the CWA Gold Dagger in 1982. Enjoy. 
 
And, finally, another long-time favorite author of mine is 
REGINALD HILL . This is the first year in a long time that I do not 
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recall a new novel from the master, alas, so we will all have to con-
tent ourselves with the paperback edition of The Woodcutter 
($19.95). A terrific standalone, another must read.  
 

 
 
Update – What a wonderful autumn it has been – great weather and 
plenty of fun with Cottage Grandson now that we have returned to 
city life.  Halloween proved to be extra special as our little fellow 
revved around the neighbourhood in his Ewok costume (you must re-
member “Star Wars”).  Cottage Husband and I plan to return to the 
lake for one last leaf raking before snow sets in.  It’s sad that summer 
is over but I have great news – our New Cottage Neighbour (moved 
next to us last year) is a true kindred spirit as she is an avid fan of 
Louise Penny.  Equally important, she and her husband are special-
ists in gin martinis. (I can vouch for them! MM). So, we may have the 
opportunity to cultivate more reviews on several fronts – I will work 
on it and keep you posted.  Marian and I have not had much time to-
gether for further cocktail experiments; however, I can report that the 
Cottage LCBO staff recently recommended an astonishing value – 
VILA Regia Douro (2009) at an amazing price of $7.95.  It beats 
many we have tried at double the cost.  So much for my scattered 
thoughts.  As for my reviews this time, I decided to lighten up a cou-
ple of my choices and actually laughed out loud – confusing Cottage 
Husband because it’s something I rarely do when deep into my mys-
teries.  So, if you’re looking for some picks that might cheer you up, 
read on …     
  
Between 1996 and 2001, Alabama native ANNE GEORGE (State 
Poet and nominated for a Pulitzer in 1993) wrote eight “Southern Sis-
ters” mystery novels and won an Agatha Award.  Based on my read 
of the first in this series, Murder On A Girls’ Night Out (#1) ($10.99) 
George was writing murder mysteries for mature girls like me - must 
be the reason Marian urged me to read it.  A quick and leisurely read, 
there are many chuckles and amusing moments.  The lead characters 
are two wildly different but very close sisters: Patricia Anne “Mouse” 
Hollowell and her larger than life sister Mary Alice “Sister” Crane.  
Both are in their sixties, the age of George at the time of writing.  
Patricia Anne at five-one and a 100 pounds is a retired schoolteacher, 
mother of two and grandmother of three, happily married for forty 
years to Fred.  She tries always to be a respectable and genteel South-
ern lady.  She loves to bake cookies and watch the Wheel of Fortune.  
On the other hand, Mary Alice, at nearly six feet and two hundred and 
fifty pounds is a larger than life character who still “giggles like a 
girl” and is often loud, bordering on obnoxious (this is probably 
someone I would adore in real life).  She is a mother of three who has 
been widowed three times but currently has a live-in boy friend, Bill, 
a seventy-two year old who “… showed up trying to sell her a supple-
ment to Medicare and he never really left”.  Despite their differences, 
there is a real understanding between the sisters.  Fortunately for 
Mary Alice, her three husbands died rich and because she loves line 
dancing, she decides to buy a country and western bar called the 
“Skoot’n’Boot”, twenty miles outside of town. The actual murder 
mystery begins the day after Mary Alice gives Patricia Anne a tour of 
her new pub.  A ghastly body is found strangled, stabbed and hanging 
in the pub’s wishing well.  As the sisters were the last to see the vic-
tim, the Sheriff has many questions.  As the plot thickens, Patricia 
Anne becomes deeply involved when the club’s cook, one of her for-
mer students, becomes the main suspect.   As the story progressed, I 
became quite fond of Patricia Anne and Mary Alice.  And even 
though we’re dealing with murder, I found it fun - the dialogue is full 

of beans, with an unhurried and balanced pace.  I read this over the 
Thanksgiving holiday and found George’s relaxing style allowed me 
to accommodate the many cottage holiday interruptions by pets, 
guests, elderly relatives, children and grandbabies.   I look forward to 
the next in this cosy series, Murder On A Bad Hair Day ($10.99). A 
special thanks to Marian for yet another great find. 
 
And now here are two picks reviewed together … Our new Cottage 
Neighbour (with the excellent mystery credentials) asked me for an 
opinion on CYNTHIA ROBINSON’S  first mystery The Dog Park 
Club (#1) ($15.99).  Cottage Neighbour said she was confused (I’ll 
explain in a moment) and thought this was a good story but what did I 
think?  I am grateful for I surely would have missed out on the debut 
of one of the most appealing and quirky original characters in mys-
tery fiction.  The hero is Max Bravo, who is an aging Bass Baritone 
with an opera company living in San Francisco. While visiting his old 
friend, Claudia, a dog-owner in Berkeley, Max becomes a regular at 
the local dog park; in fact, he becomes obsessed with this dog world 
filled with peculiar characters.  And when one of the dog owners, 
Amy Carter (pregnant and beautiful) disappears, the dog club mem-
bers decide to launch their own investigation. We follow the infatu-
ated Max and the other club members in their pursuit of the mysteri-
ous vanishing.  We learn all about the dog club members’ secrets in-
cluding the missing Amy. This tale is mystifying but it didn’t work as 
a whodunit because just as my Cottage Neighbour did, I read it 
through to the end and couldn’t figure out what happened to the ab-
sent and gorgeous Amy.  Maybe this is what Robinson intended or 
maybe not!  But it is still a very worthwhile read with a writing style 
that is bright and imaginative plus the setting, characters and plot 
keep the reader’s interest.  And the laugh out loud funny lines are 
wonderful.  Even though this saga was not wholly satisfactory I was 
so taken with the outrageous Max that I picked up the recently issued 
second in the series, The Barbary Dogs (#2) ($28.99).  In this new 
tale, Max and his pug, Dixie, have to settle the affairs of a friend who 
apparently leapt off the Golden Gate Bridge.  When he finds his 
friend’s journal and discovers that it is written in two different hands, 
Max is certain that there is something supernatural going on.  The 
“other world” is very real to Max as he has frequent conversations 
with his long dead gypsy grandmother and often heeds her warnings 
and advice.  Max and Dixie do solve the mystery this time.  But the 
real fun is the journey with the aging, bi-sexual, substance abuser, po-
litically incorrect, and egocentric Max - a truly operatic San Francisco 
performer.  This is an oddball noir tale with ghosts, metaphorical and 
literal descents into the Underworld, suicide, murder and a lot of 
melodrama and humour.  I definitely will add the third in the series to 
my list. Max Bravo and his pug Dixie are well on their way to cult 
status.  
 
This one is not for laughs.  Half-Past Dawn ($28.99) by RICHARD 
DOETSCH is a gut-wrenching thriller filled with twists, constant 
turns, shocks and a wide cast of characters and psychological puzzles.  
It begins one Friday morning when District Attorney Jack Keeler 
wakes up with no memory of what happened the night before. He has 
a poorly stitched bullet wound in his shoulder, a cut over his eyes and 
a strange tattoo on his arm.  And he can’t remember how he got 
home.  His wife Mia, an FBI agent, and his two daughters are miss-
ing.  The morning newspaper headlines report that Jack and Mia were 
killed the previous night when their car went over a bridge.  In shock, 
Jack calls for help from his retired police friend, Frank Archer.  As 
pieces of his memory return, he realizes that Mia was abducted.  Jack 
and Frank must reconstruct the night’s events and track down the cul-
prit before dawn of the following day.  He quickly learns that his 
wounding and Mia’s abduction were not random acts but rather con-
nected to his work as a district attorney and to the upper levels of the 
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FBI.  We follow Jack as he tries to piece together what happened 
while simultaneously tackling his own demons and questioning 
whether good could overcome evil.  However, just when he feels he 
has put all the pieces together and saved Mia, a final shocking twist 
changes everything.  This is a great read where nothing is quite what 
it seems.  It’s hard to put down. (I was completely captivated as well. 
I just couldn’t put it down. MM). 

 
 
AKUNIN, BORIS   DIAMOND CHARIOT (#10)   ($50) This is an 
expensive British import of the tenth Erast Fandorin title. A special 
order. No indication of a North American edition.

Hannah is reluctant, 
but when Orla dies in strange and shocking circumstances, she is de-
termines to find the truth about what happened to Callum--and to Orla 
ELIAS, GERALD jacobus   DEATH AND THE MAIDEN (#3)   
($29.99) Dogged by internal dissension and by a potentially devastat-
ing lawsuit from its fired second violinist, the famed New Magini 
String Quartet is on the brink of professional and personal col-
lapse.  The quartet pins its hopes on a multi-media Carnegie Hall per-
formance of Franz Schubert’s masterpiece, “Death and the Maiden,” 
to resurrect its faltering fortunes.  But as the fateful downbeat ap-
proaches, one by one the quartet’s musicians mysteriously vanish, in-
cluding second violinist, Yumi Shinagawa, former student of re-
nowned blind pedagogue and amateur sleuth, Daniel Jacobus. It is left 
up to the begrudging Jacobus, with his old friend, Nathaniel Wil-
liams, and a new member of the detective team, Trotsky the bulldog, 
to unravel the deadly puzzle. The first two in the series are Devil’s 
Trail ($20) and Danse Macabre ($16.99). 
EMERY, ANNE monty collins   DEATH AT CHRISTY BURKES 
(#6)   ($26.95) When spray-painted graffiti appears on the wall of 
Christy Burke's pub indicating that there's a killer on the premises, his 
grandson, Father Brennan Burke, is asked to investigate the vandal-
ism. Though not at all keen on probing into the lives of the bar's cli-
entele, he has little choice once a body is found on the property. Issu-
ing orders from a cell in Mountjoy Prison, the pub's current owner 
wants the problem solved without the police anywhere near his build-
ing. Assisted by his pal Monty Collins and fellow priest Michael 
O'Flaherty, Brennan begins to uncover dark secrets worth killing for 
in the lives of the pub regulars. In addition to the events surrounding 
the pub, Brennan's murder investigation becomes overshadowed by 

ominous events in Belfast that may soon come home to roost in Dub-
lin.  
FIELDS, TRICIA   TERRITORY (#1)   ($28.99) At the end of State 
Road 170 and just past a ghost town lies Artemis, population 2500. 
The townspeople had sought out this remote corner of western 
Texas in hopes of living lives of solitude and independence. None of 
them realized that their small town would become a hot spot for 
Mexican drug runners, whose turf battles have turned both sides of 
the Rio Grande into a war zone. Still, many of the locals would rather 
take the law into their hands than get help from police chief Josie 
Gray, even when they're up against a cartel's private army. After ar-
resting one of the cartel's hitmen and killing another, Josie finds her 
own life at risk for doing a job which many people would rather see 
her quit.

FLINT, SHAMINI singh   BALI CONSPIRACY MOST FOUL (#2)   
($28.99)  Inspector Singh, everyone’s favourite portly and wheezing 
homicide detective, is still recovering from his last case when terror-
ists set off a bomb on the neighbouring island of Bali. With Singa-
pore’s anti-terrorist team busy defending the home front, Inspector 
Singh’s bosses ship him to Bali to assist with the investigation. Un-
fortunately, Inspector Singh has as much experience with terrorism as 
he does with proper diet and exercise –none. When the police find a 
skull fragment of a man who was killed before the bomb went off, In-
spector Singh is assigned to the case. With Bronwyn Taylor, a peppy 
and eternally optimistic Australian cop, at his side, Singh’s investiga-
tion leads him to the wife of the murdered man, and her group of enti-
tled, expatriate friends. There are five books in this series but only the 
first two are available, Most Peculiar Malaysian Murder ($20).  
FLUKE, JOANNE   JOANNE FLUKE’S LAKE EDEN COOK-
BOOK   ($20.95) Marian mentioned this in her picks in the previous 
newsletter. The recipes include ones already published in the myster-
ies and new ones that Hannah Swensen has developed, along with 
charming vignettes featuring favourite Lake Eden characters. 
FRANCIS, DICK   GAMBLE   ($32) Nicholas "Foxy" Foxton, a 
former jockey who suffered a career-ending injury, is out for a day at 
the Grand National races when his friend and co-worker Herb Kovak 
is murdered, execution style, right in front of him and 60,000 other 
potential witnesses. Foxton and Kovak were both independent finan-
cial advisers at Lyall & Black, a firm specializing in extreme-risk in-
vestments. As he struggles to come to terms with Kovak's death, he  
begins to question everything, from how well he knew his friend to 
how much he understands about his employer. Was Kovak's murder a 
case of mistaken identity or something more sinister? 
GAVIN, RICK reid   RANCHERO (#1)   ($28.99)  Nick Reid has a 
simple job to do:  repossess a flat screen TV from Percy Dwayne Du-
bois.  But Percy Dwayne wouldn't give in, he hit Nick over the head 
with a fireplace shovel, tied him up with a length of lamp cord, and 
stole the mint-condition calypso coral-coloured 1969 Ranchero that 
Nick had borrowed from his landlady.

GRAFTON, SUE   V IS FOR VENGEANCE   ($32.50)A woman 
with a murky past who kills herself. A dying old man. A lovely 
woman. A professional shoplifting ring. A brutal and unscrupulous 
gangster. A wandering husband. A spoiled kid. A lonely widower. An 
elegant but ruthless businessman whose dealings are definitely out-
side the law: the spider at the center of the web. And in the middle of 
it all is Kinsey Millhone, whose 38th-birthday gift is a punch in the 
face that leaves her with two black eyes and a busted nose.  
GREGORY, SUSANNA  MYSTERY IN THE MINSTER ($34.99) 
In 1358 the fledging college of Michaelhouse in Cambridge is in need 
of extra funds. A legacy from the Archbishop of York of a parish 
close to that city promises a welcome source of income. However, 
there has been another claim to its ownership and it seems the only 
way to settle the dispute is for a deputation from Michaelhouse to 
travel north. Matthew Bartholomew is among the small party which 
arrives in the bustling city, where the increasing wealth of the mer-
chants is unsettling the established order, and where a French inva-
sion is an ever-present threat to its port.

IGGULDEN, CONN conqueror   CONQUEROR (#5)   ($34.99 
hardcover, $19.99 trade paperback) From a young scholar to one of 
history�s most powerful warriors, this tells the story of Kublai Khan: a 
scholar who conquered an empire larger than those of Alexander or 
Caesar; a warrior who would rule a fifth of the world with strength 
and wisdom and a man who betrayed a brother to protect a nation.

The 
year is 1803, and Darcy and Elizabeth have been married for six 
years. There are now two handsome, healthy sons in the Pemberley 
nursery, Elizabeth's beloved sister Jane and her husband, Bingley, 
live within seventeen miles, the ordered and secure life of Pemberley 
seems unassailable, and Elizabeth's happiness in her marriage is com-
plete. But their peace is threatened and old sins and misunderstand-
ings are rekindled on the eve of the annual autumn ball. The Darcys 
and their guests are preparing to retire for the night when a chaise ap-
pears, rocking down the path from Pemberley's wild woodland, and 
as it pulls up, Lydia Wickham, an uninvited guest, tumbles out, 
screaming that her husband has been murdered.  
JANCE, J A beaumont   BETRAYAL OF TRUST (#19)   ($27.99) 
At first glance, the video appears to be showing a childish game: a 
teenage girl with dark wavy hair smiles for the camera, a blue scarf 
tied around her neck. All of a sudden things turn murderous and the 
girl ends up dead. It’s as bad as a snuff film can get, and what’s  
worse, the clip has been discovered on a phone that belongs to the 
grandson of Washington State’s governor. However, the boy, who has 
a troubled background, swears that he’s never seen the victim before. 
Fortunately, the governor is able to turn to an old friend, J. P. Beau-
mont, for help. 
JECKS, MICHAEL   KING’S GOLD (#30)   ($34.95) As the year 
1326 draws to a close, London is in flames. King Edward II is a pris-
oner, and the forces of his vengeful queen, Isabella, and her lover Sir 
Roger Mortimer, are in the ascendant. The Bardi family, bankers who 
have funded the King, must look to their future with the Queen, steer-

ing a careful course between rival factions--if, that is, they can keep 
themselves alive. Others, too, find their loyalties torn. Guarding the 
deposed King on behalf of Mortimer, Sir Baldwin de Furnshill and 
bailiff Simon Puttock find themselves entangled in a tightening net of 
conspiracy, greed, betrayal, and murder.

He 
lives for nothing except revenge against the people who contributed 
to Wesley’s murder—first among them crime boss Vito Adamo. 
When Will stumbles upon the bloody body of Adamo’s driver, 
he knows he’ll be a suspect, particularly since he was spotted out-
side the dead man’s apartment that same night. He sets out to find the 
killer, and the trail leads him to a vast conspiracy in an underworld 
populated by gangsters, union organizers, crooked cops, and lawyers. 
Worse, it places him directly in the middle of Detroit's first mob war. 
The Teamsters want a piece of Will’s father’s carcompany, Detroit 
Electric, and the Gianolla gang is there to be sure they get it. To save 
their families, Will and his ex-fiancee Elizabeth Hume enlist the help 
of Detroit Police Detective Riordan, the teenage members of what 
will one day be known as the Purple Gang, and Vito Adamo him-
self. They careen from one danger to the next, surviving shootouts, 
kidnappings, and police brutality, while barrelling toward a devastat-
ing climax readers won’t soon forget. 
KAABERBOL & FRIIS   BOY IN THE SUITCASE   ($27) Nina 
Borg, a Red Cross nurse, wife, and mother of two, is a compulsive do
-gooder who can't say no when someone asks for help—even when 
she knows better. When her estranged friend Karin leaves her a key to 
a public locker in the Copenhagen train station, Nina gets suckered 
into her most dangerous project yet. Inside the locker is a suitcase, 
and inside the suitcase is a three-year-old boy: naked and drugged, 
but alive.  Is the boy a victim of child trafficking? Can he be turned 
over to authorities, or will they only return him to whoever sold him? 
When Karin is discovered brutally murdered, Nina realizes that her 
life and the boy's are in jeopardy, too. In an increasingly desperate 
trek across Denmark, Nina tries to figure out who the boy is, where 
he belongs, and who exactly is trying to hunt him down.  
KERR, PHILIP gunther   PRAGUE FATALE   (#8) ($50) Set in 
Prague in 1942. No indication of a North American edition, so we 
have smuggled in a few copies of the UK. Limited quantities. These 
gritty, noir thrillers, narrated by the hero of the series, Bernie Gun-
ther, in his wry, sardonic voice, range all over Europe and beyond. 
They span a 20-year period from the mid-30s to the mid-50s, cover-
ing the build up to World War 2, the war itself and finally its bitter af-
termath. This is a terrific series, and if you’re lucky enough to have 
missed it, start with Berlin Noir ($22.50), an omnibus edition which 
contains Bernie’s first three adventures. 
KIELY, TRACY parker   MURDER MOST PERSUASIVE (#3)   
($28.99) After the death of Elizabeth Parker's great-uncle Martin Rey-
nolds, the family’s house in the picturesque Maryland town of St. 
Michaels is sold. When the new owners dig up the pool, they find the 
body of the man thought to have run off eight years earlier after em-
bezzling over a million dollars from the family business. This grisly 
discovery not only unearths old questions about what really happened 
to the stolen money, but it brings Detective Joe Muldoon back into 
the family’s lives. Eight years earlier, Elizabeth’s cousin Ann reluc-
tantly broke off her relationship with Joe due to family pressure. Ann 
always regretted that decision and now fears that it is too late for her 
and Joe, especially after she becomes the main suspect. 
KING, LAURIE R russellact   PIRATE KING (#11)   ($27) In Eng-
land’s young silent-film industry, the megalomaniacal Randolph 
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Fflytte is king. Nevertheless, at the request of Scotland Yard, Mary 
Russell is dispatched to investigate rumours of criminal activities that 
swirl around Fflytte’s popular movie studio. So Russell is traveling 
undercover to Portugal, along with the film crew that is gearing up to 
shoot a cinematic extravaganza, Pirate King. Based on Gilbert and 
Sullivan’s The Pirates of Penzance, the project will either set the 
standard for moviemaking for a generation . . . or sink a boatload of 
careers. Nothing seems amiss but when the crew embarks for Mo-
rocco and the actual filming, Russell feels a building storm of trouble. 
Plus, there’s a spy on board. Where can Sherlock Holmes be? As 
movie make-believe becomes true terror, Russell and Holmes them-
selves may experience a final fadeout. 
LAVENDER, WILL   DOMINANCE   ($28.99) Fifteen years ear-
lier. Jasper College is buzzing with the news that famed literature 
professor Richard Aldiss will be teaching a special night class called 
Unraveling a Literary Mystery, from a video feed in his prison cell. In 
1982, Aldiss was convicted of the murders of two female grad stu-
dents; the women were killed with axe blows and their bodies deco-
rated with the novels of notoriously reclusive author Paul Fallows. 
Even the most obsessive Fallows scholars have never seen him. He is 
like a ghost. Aldiss entreats the students of his night class to solve the 
Fallows riddle once and for all. The author’s two published novels are 
considered maps to finding Fallows’s true identity. Present 
day. Harvard professor Alex Shipley made her name as a member of 
Aldiss’s night class. She not only exposed the truth of Paul Fallows’s 
identity, but in the process uncovered information that acquitted Ald-
iss of the heinous 1982 crimes. But when one of her fellow night class 
alums is murdered,  the body chopped up with an axe and surrounded 
by Fallows novels, can she use what she knows about Fallows to stop 
a killer before each of her former classmates is picked off, one by 
one? 
LEVINE, PAUL lassiter   LASSITER (#8)   ($28.95) Jake Lassiter 
was a second-string linebacker now turned low-rent lawyer. Amy 
Larkin accuses Lassiter of involvement in the disappearance of her 
sister eighteen years earlier. What does Lassiter know about Krista 
Larkin, the runaway teen turned porn actress? More than he’s say-
ing. Seeking to atone for his own past, Lassiter follows the cold trail 
of the missing Krista and butts head with the powerful men who also 
knew her: The evidence leads to a long-ago night of kinky sex, de-
signer drugs and possible murder. But before Lassiter can nail the 
truth, a gun goes off, a suspect falls dead, and Amy is charged with 
murder. The state has an eyewitness and a slam-dunk case. Lassiter 
has a client he doesn’t trust and a case he can’t win. Did Amy shoot 
the man who killed her sister?

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MORTON, CARSON   STEALING MONA LISA   ($29.99) What 
happens when you mix a Parisian street orphan, a hot-tempered Span-
ish forger, a beautiful American pickpocket, an unloved wife, and one 
priceless painting? The charming Eduardo de Valfierno makes a very 
respectable living in Argentina fleecing the nouveau rich: they pay 
him to steal valuable pieces of art, and Valfierno sells them flawless 
forgeries instead. But when Eduardo meets the beautiful Mrs. Hart on 
his latest con, he takes a risk that forces him back to the city he loved 
and left behind, Paris. There he assembles his team of con artists for 
their final and most ambitious theft, one that will enable them to leave 
the game forever: The Mona Lisa.

NEVILLE, STUART   STOLEN SOULS (#3)   ($28.95) Galya Pet-
rova travels to Ireland on a promise that she will work for a nice Rus-
sian family, teaching their children English. Instead, she is dragged 
into the world of modern slavery, sold to a Belfast brothel, and held 
there against her will. She escapes at a terrible cost, the slaying of one 
of her captors, and takes refuge with a man who offers his help. As 
the traffickers she fled scour the city for her, seeking revenge for their 
fallen comrade, Galya faces an even greater danger: her saviour is not 
what he seems. She is not the first trafficked girl to have crossed his 
threshold, and she must fight to avoid their fate. Detective Inspector 
Jack Lennon wants a quiet Christmas with his daughter, but when an 
apparent turf war between rival gangs leaves bodies across the city, 
he knows he won't get it. As he digs deeper into the case, he realizes 
an escaped prostitute is the cause of the violence, and soon he is 
locked in a deadly race with two very different killers.

O’SHAUGHNESSY, PERRI nina   DREAMS OF THE DEAD 
(#13)   ($28.99) Nina Reilly is dealing with prickly personal issues in-
volving her sixteen-year-old son Bob, his estranged father, and her in-
vestigator, confidante, and sometimes lover Paul van Wagoner. Then, 
in walks disaster. The millionaire owner of a Tahoe ski resort, Philip 
Strong is the father of Jim Strong, a sociopath who devastated many 
innocent lives, including Nina’s. Two years earlier, she had to defend 
Jim against charges of murder. He shattered her life, then vanished. 
Paul van Wagoner made sure of it. Now in negotiations to sell his ski 
resort, Philip has received a letter purportedly from his fugitive son in 
extradition-free Brazil, demanding his share of the profits. Philip is 
convinced it’s authentic. Nina’s certain it’s a con, but to prove that 
means exposing the secrets of someone very close to her.  
PATTERSON, JAMES cross   KILL ALEX CROSS (#17)   
($31.99) The President's son and daughter are abducted, and Detec-
tive Alex Cross is one of the first on the scene. But someone very 
high-up is using the FBI, Secret Service, and CIA to keep him off the 
case and in the dark.

mastermind. Randall Kayne has been committing violent, bloody 
crimes that are hitting close to home in 51 Division, yet he manages 
to stay just one step ahead of the police. Although Jack’s wife wants 
him to leave the force entirely, an old enemy soon drags him into the 
Kayne case against his will, forcing a confrontation with Kayne that 
only one of them can survive.  The first book in the series is Lethal 
Rage ($14.95). 
RANKIN, IAN fox   IMPOSSIBLE DEAD (#2)   ($34.99 hardcover, 
$24.99 trade paperback) Malcolm Fox and his team from Internal Af-
fairs have been sent to Fife to investigate whether fellow cops cov-
ered up for a corrupt colleague, Detective Paul Carter. Carter has 
been found guilty of misconduct with his own uncle, also in the force, 
having proved to be his nephew's nemesis. But what should be a sim-
ple job is soon complicated by intimations of conspiracy and cover-up 
- and a brutal murder, a murder committed with a weapon that should 
not even exist. The spiralling investigation takes Fox back in time to 
1985, a year of turmoil in British political life.

For-
mer Secret Service agent Leo Demidov is forbidden to travel with his 
wife and daughters to New York as part of a "Peace Tour," meant to 
foster better relations between the two Cold War enemies. Leo does-
n’t know why his family was selected to go and he is worried. When 
his worst fears are realized and a tragic murder destroys everything he 
loves, he demands that he be allowed to investigate and find the kil-
ler. 
 STANLEY, KELLI corbie   CITY OF SECRETS  (#2)   ($28.99) 
When Pandora Blake is murdered at San Francisco's 1940 World Fair 
and her body marked with an anti-Semitic slur, Miranda Corbie is 
soon entangled in a web of deceit and betrayal that is only overshad-
owed by the threat of impending war.
